194.0 respectively," MoSPI
said.Commenting on IIP
numbers, ICRA chief
economist Aditi Nayar said
that the deceleration in the
month of February this year
was broad-based, with all
the use-based categories,
as well as two of the three
sectors barring electricity,
witnessing a slower growth
in February 2025 vis-à-vis
the previous month.

"Following the base effect
induced slowdown in
February 2025, the YoY
performance of most of the
available high frequency

Two students
killed, 20
injured as
college bus
overturns in
North Kashmir

: Two students were killed
and 20 others injured when
a college bus in which they
were travelling overturned
in Handwara sub-district of
North Kashmir on
Saturday, officials said.

The officials said a bus
carrying 27 students from
Degree College Sogam in
Kupwara, who were on a
picnic to the popular tourist
destination Pahalgam, met
with a tragic accident near
Vodhpora in Handwara this
morning.

The vehicle reportedly
skidded off the road and
overturned, leaving at least
22 students injured.

“All the injured children
were immediately shifted to
a nearby hospital.
Unfortunately, one of them
was declared dead on
arrival,” an official said. "
Out of the two critically
injured who were shifted to
Srinagar hospital, one
succumbed to her injuries."

One of the deceased girl
was identified as Tabassum
Mushtaq.A case has been
registered in Police Station
Handwara and
investigation has been
taken up.Jammu and
Kashmir Chief Minister
Omar Abdullah and several
political leaders expressed
grief over the loss of lives
in the accident.

Srinagar, April 12 (UNI)
: Leader of Opposition and

Sharma, who was
accompanied by party
colleague R.S. Pathania,
also launched a scathing
attack on the NC, accusing
it of betraying public trust
and mishandling the
security situation during its
previous tenure.

"The government ran
away because it didn’t want
to answer. It deliberately
avoided debate," he added.

Sharma reiterated the
BJP’s commitment to the
restoration of statehood to
Jammu and Kashmir.

“Statehood is our
promise—BJP’s promise.
The people didn’t elect
you(NC) just to sit here;
they want solutions,” he
said.

He also questioned the
status of key public
promises, including
employment.

Shimla, April 12 (UNI) :
A fresh spell of snowfall in
the higher reaches of
Himachal Pradesh and
widespread rain across the
state brought much-needed
relief from the rising
temperatures, even as it
disrupted normal life in
several areas.

Tourists thronged
Koksar in Lahaul and Spiti
to enjoy the picturesque
white landscape, while low-
lying regions remained
under overcast skies
throughout the day. Light
drizzling added to the
winter-like feel, unusual for
mid-April, with thick clouds
hovering over most
districts.

The snowfall primarily
affected higher altitudes
including Kukumseri,
Gondla, and Keylong,
where 7.8 cm, 3 cm, and 1
cm of snow were recorded
respectively.

The snowfall led to a

reaches ; tourists enjoying snowfall

sharp drop in mercury
levels across major tourist
towns and hill stations.
Keylong, the coldest in the
state, registered a minimum
temperature of 0.1°C.
Manali dropped to 9.3°C,
Shimla saw a low of 9.0°C,
and Kalpa settled at 4.8°C.
Kufri also felt the chill at
5.7°C.The temperature dip
rejuvenated tourist spots
but made roads slippery
and movement difficult in
high-altitude areas. In
Lahul-Spiti district, the
Udaipur road was impacted
by landslides, affecting
local connectivity.

Rainfall too lashed
many parts of the state, with
Dharamshala recording the
highest precipitation at 40
mm, followed by
Jogindernagar and Baijnath
at 32 mm each. Jot received
24.4 mm, Dalhousie 22 mm,
and Palampur 19.2 mm.
Solan (15 mm), Mandi (14.8
mm), and Jatton Barrage

and Malraon (14 mm each)
also reported moderate
showers. Other notable
amounts were recorded in
Sundernagar (13.4 mm),
Chamba (11 mm), Kothi
(10.2 mm), and Jubberhatti
(10.1 mm), indicating
widespread but variable
rainfall across the region.

The Meteorological
Department has issued a
yellow alert for April 12,
warning of thunderstorms
accompanied by lightning
at isolated places across
districts like Shimla,
Kangra, Mandi, Kullu, and
Sirmaur."Though no
hailstorm was recorded in
the last 24 hours, a warning
has been issued for
possible hailstorm activity
in some pockets. Residents
and tourists are advised to
stay indoors during storm
activity and avoid sheltering
under trees or near metallic
structures." IMD said in the
weather forecast.
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Chief Minister Eknath
Shinde, Deputy Chief
Minister Ajit Pawar and
senior state leaders
Udayanraje Bhosale and
Ashish Shelar.

Fadnavis govt should
be booked for
culpable homicide
over farmer suicides:
Congress' Sapkal

Mumbai, April 12 (UNI)
: The “triple engine”
government in Maharashtra
has betrayed the trust of
the people, and farmers are
ending their lives as there
is no crop insurance
compensation, no loan
waivers, Maharashtra
Pradesh Congress
Committee President
Harshvardhan Sapkal said
here today.Sapkal demanded
that the Devendra Fadnavis-
led state government be
booked for culpable
homicide in farmer suicide
cases, as another farmer
ended his life after being
unable to pay back loans.

The state Congress
chief said the Mahayuti
government came to power
by making tall promises to
the people, only to betray
their trust. "The
government has gravely
deceived beloved sisters,
ST workers, and farmers.
There’s no fair price for
agricultural produce, no
crop insurance
compensation, no loan
waivers—leading to a
devastating crisis where
farmers are ending their
lives. This is shameful for
Maharashtra".

He termed the suicide of
farmer Haridas
Vishwambhar Bombale from
Patoda Thadi in Dharmabad
taluka of Nanded district as
"nothing but a sacrifice
forced by the government".

Speaking to the press at

Tilak Bhavan, Sapkal
lashed out at the BJP-led
alliance government. He
said the suicide of Bombale
was a heart-wrenching
incident.

The farmer ended his
life due to the pressure of
loan recovery from the
Maharashtra Gramin Bank.

The government has
not compensated farmers
for losses suffered due to
unseasonal rains and
hailstorms, not has it
provided any assistance, or
honored its loan waiver
promises, said Sapkal.

"With life becoming
unbearable, farmers are
resorting to hanging
themselves. This
government is blind, deaf,
and mute. Instead of
roaming around with Union
Home Minister Amit Shah,
the Chief Minister and both
Deputy Chief Ministers
should go to Delhi and
secure a special package for
the state and help the
farmers," said Sapkal.

"The state is reeling
under drought, several
regions are facing acute
water shortages, and
migration to cities is rising
due to lack of
e m p l o y m e n t — e v e n
drinking water is scarce.
The Jal Jeevan scheme has
been riddled with
corruption and is
essentially a farce, yet the
government continues to
ignore it," Sapkal added.

who sought direction to the
respondent authorities to
take action against
unlicensed pet shops and
strict implementation of
provisions of 2018 Rules.

Advocate Sanjukta Dey
for Patne sought the relief
on the ground that cages
and places where animals are
kept do not fulfil minimum
standard of animal housing
as per 2018 Rules.

Mumbai, April 12 (UNI)
: The Mumbai Water
Tankers Association
(MWTA) announced on
Saturday that their ongoing
indefinite stir will continue
till the Brihanmumbai
Municipal Corporation
(BMC) revokes its directive
mandating licences for
groundwater extraction.

On April 11 (Friday), the
BMC had deferred the
terms of its notification to
the owners of borewells
and ring well operators
until June 15.The decision

Mumbai Water Tankers Association
announces continuation of strike

to stay its notice until the
next two months came
along the heels of Chief
Minister Devendra
Fadnavis’ decision to find
a resolution for the
concerns flagged by the
water tanker drivers across
Mumbai amidst burgeoning
water crisis across the city.

However, the MWTA
maintained that their strike
is here to stay and will not
be revoked, leaving the city
mired with its ongoing
water crisis.

As several pockets of
the city reeled under a
water crisis, Union Minister
for Jal Shakti Ministry C R
Patil also had on Friday
convened a meeting with

the representatives of the
MWTA as well as the
CGWA authorities, wherein
the grievances of the tanker
owners were discussed.

Following the meeting,
minister Patil directed the
CGWA to streamline the
process of obtaining NOCs
(no-objection certificates)
and making the facility
more accessible.Even so,
the MWTA representatives
said that with the clauses
of their demands remaining
unfilled, they will not
revoke their strike.

“We will not be
cancelling our strike, and
our services are still
suspended. Despite our
meeting, none of our

demands have been met
with. Until our demand
clauses remain unfulfilled,
we will not cancel our strike.
Our services will also
remain suspended until we
have a meeting with the
Chief Minister,” Ankur
Sharma, spokesperson of
the MWTA said.

In a notice issued by the
Brihanmumbai Municipal
Corporation (BMC), the
private ring well and
borewell owners were
asked to stop.

According to the
Association, there are
approximately 1,800 tankers
in Mumbai that supply
non-potable water sourced
from wells and borewells.

The US' high tariffs on
China will be a major test
for President Xi Jinping’s
leadership amid the
economic slowdown while
the Trump
administration’s levies on
Beijing could be far more
effective if the US takes
allies along, former US
ambassador to China
Nicholas Burns has said.

US President Donald
Trump slapped 145 per
cent tariffs against
Chinese exports and
China retaliated with 125
per cent levies on its
imports from America.

China is the only
country to have retaliated
with tit-for-tat levies.

Midway through his
tariff campaign against a
number of countries,
Trump paused the
additional duties on other
nations for 90 days while
imposing more punitive
levies on China leaving
Beijing to wage a lonely
battle to defend its
interests.

"The tariff war with the
US will be a major test for
Xi Jinping simply because
the Chinese economy has
not performed well in the
last few years. Their GDP
growth rate is slowing
down," Burns told BBC
on Friday.

“They still have a
major hangover from the
property bubble," which
had caused a severe crisis
in the real estate market,
the mainstay of the
Chinese economy, Burns
said.“They are facing a
demographic crisis over
the next decade or so.
Capital has been fleeing,"
he said, adding that the
Foreign Direct Investment
fell by 32 per cent last
year in China.

“I don’t think the
Chinese government
wants to have a sustained
trade war. They want to
get a trade deal with the
United States,” said
Burns, who was
appointed by former US
president Joe Biden and

served as American
Ambassador to Beijing
from 2022 to early this
year.He also said Trump
should take the US allies
along to make the trade
war against China more
effective.

“The other issue is the
major miscalculation by
the Trump administration.
We didn’t include on our
side of the trade battle,
our major trade partners
the EU, Japan, and South
Korea and those countries
along with the US
represent more than 60 per
cent of the global GDP”.

“So, the way to battle
the Chinese effectively, I
certainly found as
ambassador in Beijing is
to get your allies on your

side with us. Because the
Chinese cannot match
that. Instead, the US has
put stratospherically high
tariffs on those allies
depriving us of that
unique advantage," he
said, referring to Trump’s
imposition of tariffs on a
host of countries.

Commenting on
China’s tit-for-tat
response, Burns said: “It
is not surprising the
Chinese would have
matched us blow by
blow...That is what they
were doing when I was
there as ambassador for
over three and half years”.

He said it is important
to remember former US
president Biden also
continued tariffs imposed

by Trump in the previous
presidency.

“The reason is China
is a major violator of
international rules. The
Chinese government has
not protected the
intellectual property rights
of the American
companies in China," he
said.

“Chinese practised
forced technology
transfer. So, there is a lot
of wrong in this picture
the Chinese have caused.
But the problem for the
Trump administration is
145per cent tariffs on
Chinese goods. Now the
Chinese have nearly
matched us," he said.

“The US and China are
the world’s largest
economies and if the trade
war between them
continues more than six
months it could
effectively decouple the
economic relationship of
the two countries," Burns
said.The total trade
between China and the US
was USD 642 billion in
goods and services last
year and China is
America’s 3rd largest
trade partner after Mexico
and Canada, he said.

“The tariffs will have a
profound impact on the
American economy and a

big impact on China
globally. We hope at this
moment the two
governments will find a
way to talk," he said.

He discounted claims
that China could
successfully navigate the
crisis.

“It is not true that the
Chinese can weather the
trade war if it lasts as long
as they claim. If the trade
war continues at this level
of tariffs for six months
that would cut into the
China-US relationship in a
very significant way,"
Burns said.

The tariffs will affect
exporters and importers
on both sides.

“That will produce a
crisis in the economies of
both the countries. That is
why this is such an
important issue until it can
be resolved”, he said.

On who will blink first
he said “it is a massive
game of chicken" on "an
Olympian diplomatic
scale". "I don’t think you
can ask the other side to
blink first and make a
compromise, which is not
the way it works at this
level of diplomacy and
politics. But what we can
do is to stay in touch with
them and talk behind the
scenes,” he said.

Imphal, April 12 (Waari
Singbul Network) :
Tensions continue to
simmer in Manipur as the
Minorities Students’
Association Manipur
(MSAM) and the All
Manipur Muslim Students’
Organization (AMMSO)
issued a joint statement
today, demanding that key
Muslim MLAs and others
r e p r e s e n t i n g
constituencies with
significant Muslim
populations publicly
declare their positions on
the controversial WAQF
(Amendment) Act, 2025.
The statement comes amid
widespread protests across
the state by the Meitei
Pangal (Muslim)
community, who view the
Act as a threat to their
religious and property
rights.

The statement
specifically called out three
Muslim MLAs—Abdul
Nasir (JDU, Lilong AC),
Sheikh Noorul Hassan
(NPP, Kshetrigao AC), and
Md. Ashabudin (BJP,
Jiribam AC)—urging them
to clarify their stance on the
Act by the end of the day.
Abdul Nasir, who chairs
the WAQF Board Manipur
and represents JDU, a
member of the BJP-led
National Democratic
Alliance (NDA) that passed
the Act in Parliament, faced
particular scrutiny. The
groups demanded that he
articulate whether he
prioritizes the interests of
Manipur’s Muslim minority
or his party’s political
agenda.

Sheikh Noorul Hassan
has already taken a firm
stand against the Act,
announcing plans to
challenge it in the Supreme
Court, citing its violation of
minority rights and
constitutional principles.

community,” Hassan stated

Ashabudin, the BJP MLA
from Jiribam, has yet to make
a public statement, drawing
sharp criticism from the
student organizations for
his silence.

The statement also
targeted 19 MLAs from
constituencies with
significant Muslim
populations, including
Moirang MLA Shri Shanti,
Bishenpur MLA Govindas,
and Thoubal MLA O. Ibobi,
among others, pressing
them to declare their
positions by today. The
groups emphasized that
these leaders must consider
the “rights, interests, and
aspirations” of the Muslim
community in their
constituencies.“

The controversy
surrounding the WAQF
Amendment Act intensified
following violent incidents,
including the April 6 arson
attack on the residence of
BJP Minority Morcha
Manipur president Askar
Ali in Thoubal district, after
he expressed support for
the Act on social media. Ali
later apologized and
retracted his stance, urging
the government to repeal
the law. Protests have since
spread across Imphal
Valley, with thousands
rallying in areas like
Mantripukhri, Hatta
Golapati, and Bishnupur,
carrying placards reading
“Save Masjid, Madrasa,
Qabrstan” and “We Reject
WAQF Act,” while
chanting slogans against
the BJP-led central
government.The Act,
officially titled the Unified
WAQF Management,

Empowerment, Efficiency,
and Development Act, 2025
(UMEED Act), was passed
by Parliament and received
President Droupadi
Murmu’s assent on April 5.
The government claims it
aims to enhance
transparency and
streamline the management
of WAQF properties—
assets donated by Muslims
for religious or charitable
purposes. However, critics,
including opposition
parties like Congress,
AIMIM, and AAP, argue it
undermines Muslim
autonomy by increasing
state control and removing
provisions allowing
properties to be designated
as WAQF based on oral
declarations or long-term
use.“The student
organizations also
addressed former Chief
Minister N. Biren Singh,
who represents Heingang
AC and has publicly
endorsed the Act. The
statement noted ongoing
discussions within the
Muslim community in his
constituency, hinting at
potential political
repercussions.

As Manipur braces for
a Supreme Court hearing
on April 16, where petitions
challenging the Act’s
constitutionality will be
reviewed, the MSAM and
AMMSO vowed to
continue their agitation
until the Act is repealed or
significantly amended. “We
will not rest until our rights
are protected,” the
statement concluded,

arrived at in the two-day
meeting, New Delhi will
recognise the certificate of
origin issued by
Kathmandu, with the two
sides jointly agreeing on
making the customs
process paperless and
reducing logistics costs.
The two countries will
cooperate with each other

to curb illegal trade,
according to Nepal’s
Director General at
Customs Department,
Mahesh Bhattarai.

Apart from that, India
and Nepal will share
import-export data, address
revenue leakages, and
construct necessary border
infrastructure to prevent
illegal entry of individuals.

Under terms of the
agreement, the electronic
cargo tracking system
enforced in railways for
trade from third countries to
Nepal via India would be
expanded to roadway (truck
consignment) and
quarantine facility on the
Nepal-India border would
also be increased.

The Integrated Check
Post (ICP) being
constructed in Bhairahawa
and Chandani Dodhara
would be completed soon.
It was also agreed in the
meeting that rail cargo
would be operated up to
Biratnagar, Nepal.

Dhaka/New Delhi, April
12 (UNI) : A ship carrying
36,100 tonnes of parboiled
rice from India arrived at
Chattogram port under an
open tender agreement,
according to Bangladesh’s
Ministry of Food.

The ship, MV Frosso K,
reached the outer
anchorage on April 10 and
was berthed at the GCB
terminal of the port today,
said the office of the
Controller of Movement
and Storage, Chattogram,
under the Directorate of
Food, according to The
Daily Star.

The consignment is
part of a government deal
to import a total of 4.5 lakh

Kiev violated
moratorium on
strikes against
energy facilities
over 60 times:

Moscow, April 12 (UNI)
: Since the agreement on a
30-day moratorium on
strikes against energy
facilities was reached, Kiev
has violated it more than 60
times, Alexey Polishchuk,
Director of the Second CIS
Department at the Russian
Foreign Ministry, told
Sputnik.

"The Kiev regime is
indeed maliciously
violating the 30-day
moratorium on strikes on
energy facilities, which was
agreed upon on March 18
by the presidents of Russia
and the United States
[Vladimir Putin and Donald
Trump] and then supported
by [Volodymyr]
Zelenskyy," Polishchuk
said."Since this agreement
was reached, the Ukrainian
side has violated it more
than 60 times," he said.

Indian ship carrying over
36,000 tonnes rice arrives in
Bangladesh’s Chattogram Port

information officer and
public relations officer of
the ministry.So far, 3.17 lakh
tonnes of rice have reached
Bangladesh under this
agreement, it added.

Unloading of the cargo
began in the afternoon after
the rice samples were
tested, said an official of the
Controller of Movement
and Storage office.

India is one of
Bangladesh’s largest rice
suppliers, exporting
according to Dhaka’s
domestic demand.

Under the recent
agreements with the Interim
Government, New Delhi
exported over 200,000
tonnes of rice to
Bangladesh with an
additional 100,000 tonnes
under a tender process.

Bangladesh has been

facing issues related to
food security following
severe floods, and to cool
inflationary pressures on
rice prices.The Indian
exports of rice come even
as New Delhi has
withdrawn transshipment
facility to Bangladesh.

The Indian Ministry of
External Affairs
spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said earlier this
week that the withdrawal of
transshipment facility
would not affect
Bangladesh's exports to
Nepal and Bhutan.

India's Central Board of
Indirect Taxes and Customs
(CBIC) issued a circular on
April 8, announcing that
New Delhi is rescinding the
use of the transshipment
facility to Bangladesh for
export via its land routes.

London, April 12 (UNI)
: The British government
announced Friday that it
has expanded its ban on
personal imports of meat
and dairy products to
include all EU countries as
foot-and-mouth disease
spreads across the
continent.

Starting Saturday,
travellers entering Britain
will no longer be allowed to
bring cattle, sheep, goats,
pig meat and dairy
products from all EU
countries for personal use.

Items such as
sandwiches, cheese, cured
meats, raw meats and milk
are prohibited regardless of
their packaging or whether
they were purchased at
duty-free shops.

This measure aims to
protect the health of British
livestock, the security of
farmers and Britain's food
security, according to the
government.

Travellers found
carrying these items will be
required to surrender them
at the border or face
confiscation and
destruction. In severe
cases, violators could incur

Britain bans
personal imports of
meat, dairy products
from all EU countries

fines of up to 5,000 pounds
(6,550 U.S. dollars) in
England.Earlier this year,
the British government
banned personal imports of
cattle, sheep and other
ruminants and pig meat as
well as dairy products from
Germany, Hungary,
Slovakia and Austria
following confirmed
outbreaks of foot-and-
mouth disease in these
countries. The new
restrictions now apply to all
EU nations.

Although foot-and-
mouth disease poses no
risk to humans and there are
currently no cases in
Britain, it is a highly
contagious viral disease
affecting cloven-hoofed
animals such as cattle,
sheep, pigs, wild boar, deer,
llamas and alpacas.

The outbreak of the
disease on the continent
presents a significant threat
to farm businesses and
livestock health, as it can
cause substantial economic
losses due to reduced
productivity in affected
animals and restricted access
to international markets for
meat and dairy products.

Malé, April 12 (UNI) :
With the Maldives going
through an economic crisis,
officials at the Maldivian
Presidential Palace were
quick to deny allegations of
extravagant spending by
President Mohammad
Muizu and the First Family,
calling them “baseless”.

The officials claimed
that in Muizzu's tenure,

(Muliaage), Iqbal Adam,
dismissed the accusations
as “completely baseless”,
stating that the
administration has taken a
firm stance on cost-cutting,
particularly in light of the
country’s current economic
situation, psmnews
reported.Minister Iqbal said:
“Spreading false claims at a
time when we are actively
working to reduce costs will
only sow confusion and
discord among the
public.”He condemned the
allegations as deliberate
attempts to tarnish the
President’s reputation.

According to reports,
the Maldives has

witnessed further
deterioration in economic
conditions under President
Muizzu, marked by high
inflation, increasing
imports, and a reduction in
fish exports and tourism
revenues.The government
has reportedly appointed
over 300 ministers and 2,000
political appointments,
leading to a recurring
expenditure of over US$65
million every month.

As of March last year,
the Maldives had a high
debt-to-GDP ratio of 110
percent, accounting for an
overall debt of US$ 8.2
billion. Over $4.8 billion of
the loans are domestic, and
$3.4 billion external.

Afghan
authorities
build shelters
for returned
refugees in E.
Afghanistan

Kabul, April 12 (UNI) :
The Afghan authorities
have started building shelters
for refugee families returning
from neighboring Pakistan in
eastern Afghanistan's Kunar
province, the state-run
Bakhtar news agency reported
on Saturday. According to the
report, work on building
residential towns is underway
for 374 families in this
province's Khas Kunar district.
More than 8,025 Afghan
refugees, with the majority
of them via Torkham border
town and some via Spin Boldam
and other crossing points, have
reportedly returned to their
homeland over the past week.

Pakistan reportedly
established a deadline last
month for over 800,000
undocumented Afghan
refugees to return to their
homeland after decades of
stay in the host country.

Two Pohela
Boishakh motifs
at Dhaka
University set
on fire, Cultural
Advisor blames
'Hasina’s
cohorts'

Dhaka, April 12 (UNI) :
Two motifs for
Bangladesh’s upcoming
'Pohela Boishakh' or
Bengali New Year
celebrations prepared by
Dhaka University's Fine
Arts faculty were set on fire.
The country’s Cultural
Affairs Advisor Mostofa
Sarwar Farooki has blamed
ex-PM Sheikh Hasina’s
“cohorts” for the incident.

Calling the incident an
attack on unity and
expression, he wrote on his
Facebook page: "Hasina's
cohorts burned the motifs
of fascism at Charukala in
the early hours of
yesterday. Those who
showed this audacity – be
it soft Awami League or
Awami B team – each of
them must be brought
under the law, quickly,” as
per Business Standard BD.

Among the burnt motifs
was a humanoid shape
depicting fascism's face
which was completely
burnt, and another was a
pigeon - symbolic of peace
– that was partially burnt.

Tehran/Washington,
April 12 (UNI) : The Iranian
Foreign Ministry said on
Saturday that the indirect
talks with the United States
ended in Oman with the
parties agreeing to
continue the talks next
week.

The Iranian and US
delegations are holding
talks in Oman’s capital,
Muscat, to discuss the
Iranian nuclear programme.

Ahead of the talks,
Iranian Foreign Minister
Abbas Araghchi said that
Iran is seeking a "fair
agreement" with
Washington, Mehr News
reported.

"Our intention is to
reach a fair and honorable
agreement on an equal
footing," Araghchi said on
Iranian state television on
Saturday, ahead of his
high-level meeting with US
President Donald Trump's
special envoy to the
Middle East, Steve Witkoff.

Araghchi said there was
"a chance" of reaching a
compromise "if the other
side" adopts the same
position.On Saturday

morning, Araghchi and his
Omani counterpart, Badr
bin Hamad al-Busaidi,
conferred on the
arrangement for the indirect
talks.

The indirect talks are
being mediated by al-
Busaidi.

Badr bin Hamad al-
Busaidi said that Saturday's
nuclear talks between Iran
and the United States took
place in a friendly
atmosphere.

"I am proud to
announce that today in
Muscat we hosted Iranian
Foreign Minister Dr. Seyed
Abbas Araghchi and US
Presidential Envoy Steve
Witkoff and mediated to
begin a process of dialogue
and negotiations with the
shared aim of concluding a
fair and binding
agreement," the top Omani
diplomat said in a post on
X after hosting the indirect
talks.

“I would like to thank
my two colleagues for this
engagement which took
place in a friendly
atmosphere conducive to
bridging viewpoints and

ultimately achieving
regional and global peace,
security and stability."

"We will continue to
work together and put
further efforts to assist in
arriving at this goal," al-
Busaidi said.

On Friday, President
Donald Trump told
reporters, “I want Iran to be
a wonderful, great, happy
country. But they can’t
have a nuclear weapon.”

The statement came
days after Trump warned
that the US would resort to
military force if the talks fail,
saying that Iran “would
face great danger” in such
a scenario.

Amid the Muscat talks,
in a show of force, the
Trump administration has
stationed B-2 stealth
bombers at Diego Garcia, a
remote US base in the
Indian Ocean far beyond
the range of most Iranian
missiles.

The move underscores
Washington’s readiness to
strike if the talks collapse
and signals to Tehran that
military options remain
firmly on the table.

32 civilians killed in
paramilitary force's attack in
Sudan's El Fasher : Army

Khartoum, April 12 (UNI) : At least 32 civilians were
killed in an attack by the paramilitary Rapid Support
Forces (RSF) on El Fasher, the capital of North Darfur
State, the Sudanese army said.

"The militia launched a swarm of suicide drones
on El Fasher today (Friday), accompanied by
simultaneous artillery shelling on the city," the
command of the 6th Infantry Division of the Sudanese
Armed Forces (SAF) said in a statement on Friday.

The death toll included 4 women and 10 children,
with 17 others injured and hospitalised, the army said.

The Coordination of Resistance Committees in El
Fasher, a local volunteer group, confirmed the RSF
attack, stating that drones and artillery targeted the
northern and eastern parts of the city. The group asked
residents to avoid the streets due to ongoing drone
activity.The Sudanese Doctors Network reported a
second RSF strike on the Zamzam displacement camp
near El Fasher, though no casualties have been
reported. The network condemned the use of heavy
artillery in the attack, describing it as an escalation in
RSF violence.Ibrahim Khatir, director-general of North
Darfur State's Health Ministry, confirmed the attack
on the Zamzam camp but told Xinhua that the casualty
count remains unclear due to its distance from the city
and communication issues.

Since May 10, 2024, fierce fighting has erupted
between the Sudanese army and the RSF in El Fasher,
part of the broader conflict that has engulfed Sudan
since April 2023.According to the Armed Conflict
Location and Event Data Project, cited by the United
Nations, the conflict between the two factions has
claimed over 29,683 lives. The International
Organisation for Migration reports that it has also
displaced more than 15 million people.

Malaysia to host ASEAN-GCC
Summit; China also invited:
Malaysian PM Anwar Ibrahim

Kuala Lumpur, April 12 (UNI) : Malaysian Prime
Minister Anwar Ibrahim said that the country will
create history as it gets ready to host the ASEAN-
GCC Summit in Kuala Lumpur this May. The Malaysian
PM said that China has also been invited as a guest in
a show of its openness to all nations.

“Our system, our peace and our strong economic
growth have attracted global attention for the summit
to be held here,” the Malaysian PM said speaking at
Pantai Irama here today, according to Malay Mail.

Noting the confidence shown by regional and
global partners in Malaysia’s leadership and political
stability, he said that China will also be attending the
summit, highlighting Malaysia's openness to all
countries to safeguard the people's interests.

"Malaysia will make history again. For the first time,
we are organising a summit of Asean heads of state
together with the leaders of the Gulf nations, namely
Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, Bahrain, Qatar,
Kuwait, and Oman.”

“... we’ve also invited China and there is a strong
possibility that its Premier, Li Qiang, will be present.”

He added that the country was open to constructive
and productive international engagements with all
nations, regardless of geopolitical blocs, while
determined to safeguard its interests.

“We remain friends with all our neighbouring
countries. And remain committed to safeguarding the
interests of our people... our people must have access
to good job opportunities. (We) Must attract new
investments — if it is from (the United States of)
America, we accept; from Arab countries we accept,
from China we accept,” he said.The upcoming summit
is expected to open new avenues for strategic
cooperation in trade, energy, investment, and
technology between Southeast Asia and the Gulf, while
also expanding Malaysia’s role as a diplomatic and
economic bridge between Asia and the Middle East.

Sri Lanka, IMF agree to continue
deal talks amid uncertainty

Colombo, April 12 (UNI) : Sri Lanka and the
International Monetary Fund (IMF) have agreed to
continue discussions to conclude a staff level
agreement later, following the uncertain trajectory of
the international economy triggered by the US trade
tariffs.“The recent external shock and evolving
developments are creating uncertainty for the Sri
Lankan economy, which is still recovering from its own
economic crisis,” an IMF visiting team said in an end
of mission statement, as per Economy Next.

An IMF team led by Evan Papageorgiou visited
Colombo from April 3 to 11.

“More time is needed to assess the impact of the
global shock and how its implications for Sri Lanka
can be addressed within the contours of its IMF-
supported program.”Sri Lanka, which had almost gone
completely bankrupt in 2022 had bounced back since
2023 after India extended it a $4 billion Line of Credit,
making Colombo eligible for securing a $2.9 billion
bailout package from the global money lender in the
form of a four-year Extended Fund Facility in March
2023. Colombo currently needs to complete an IMF
executive board approval to receive about $334 million
as the next tranche of its facility.However, the new
44% tariff duty imposed on the country by US President
Donald Trump as part of his global trade tariffs has
made the economic situation uncertain.In its statement,
the IMF said: “Sri Lanka’s ambitious reform agenda
supported by the IMF Extended Fund Facility (EFF)
continues to deliver commendable outcomes.
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Kolkata, April 12 (UNI) :
Mohun Bagan Super Giant
(MBSG) won the Indian

Iyer, Stoinis rip
through SRH in record

Abhishek
shatters IPL
records with
141-run blitz

Hyderabad, April 12
(UNI) : Abhishek Sharma of
Sunrisers Hyderabad
etched his name into the IPL
record books with a
scintillating 141-run knock
against Punjab Kings at the
Rajiv Gandhi International
Stadium on Saturday.

The explosive innings,
which is now the third-
highest individual score in
IPL history, saw Sharma
reach his century in just 40
balls, making it the joint-
sixth fastest in the
tournament’s storied
history.This remarkable
performance has firmly
placed Abhishek in two of
the IPL’s most coveted
batting milestones.

Sharma’s unbeaten 141,
featuring 10 massive sixes
and 14 crisp boundaries,
now sits behind only Chris
Gayle’s iconic 175* (RCB
versus PWI, 2013) and
Brendon McCullum’s
record-setting 158* (KKR
vs RCB, 2008) for the
highest individual scores in
IPL history.Abhishek’s
rapid century, achieved in
just 40 deliveries, places him
alongside some of the IPL’s
most devastating hitters.
Gayle still holds the record
for the fastest century, a
staggering 30-ball feat from
his 175* in 2013. He is
followed by Yusuf Pathan
(37 balls, 2010), David Miller
(38 balls, 2013), and Travis
Head and Priyansh Arya,
both of whom took 39 balls
in the 2024 and 2025
seasons, respectively.

The
pair put up a solid 120-run
stand for the first wicket,
but GT's momentum dipped
after their dismissals. LSG
bowlers struck at regular
intervals, with Ravi Bishnoi
(2/36) and Shardul Thakur
(2/34) halting GT’s charge.

Despite a late cameo
from Shahrukh Khan (11 not
out) and Rashid Khan (4
not out), GT were restricted
to 180/6 in their 20 overs.
Prasidh Krishna impressed
with figures of 2/26, while
Bishnoi’s twin strikes in the
middle overs proved
decisive.

In reply, LSG began
aggressively, notching up

61 runs in the Powerplay.
Markram’s strokeplay set
the tone before Pooran
unleashed his fury,
smashing seven sixes to
keep the asking rate in
check. Even as GT’s
bowlers, including
Mohammed Siraj (0/50) and
Rashid Khan (1/35), tried to
apply pressure, LSG
maintained their composure.

The match ended with
Badoni hitting the winning
runs in the penultimate over,
helping LSG register their
fourth win of the season.
