Engineer commits suicide
after being harassed hy
wife, video goes viral

his suicide.

He said that Mohit
Yadav (33),the Engineer
had committed suicide by
hanging himself in room
number 101 of the Jolly
Hotel inthe Civil Line
area. "A video has
surfaced regarding his
suicide, inwhich the
Engineer isblaming his
wifeand many members of
her family for this. The
police are conducting a
thorough investigation
into the incident," he said.

Inal.57-minutevideo,
which has gone viral on
social media, Engineer
Mohit could be seen saying,
"By thetimeyou people get
thisvideo, | will haveleft this
world. If only therewerea
law for boys, then
perhaps | would not have
taken thiswrong step. |
could not tolerate the
mental torture of my
wife and her family."He
said, "After my wife
Priya Yadav got

selected as a teacher in
Samastipur district of
Bihar, her mother got
my child aborted and
kept all thejewellery
with herself. She had no
right over it. My wife
threatened me that if |
did not transfer my
house and property in
her name, she would
trap me and my family in
false dowry charges,
whereas we both got
married without any
demand, with our
consent, because we
werein arelationship
for seven years."Mohit
has stated, "My wife's
father Anuj Kumar filed
afalse complaint
against me, and her
brother called me and
threatened to kill me.

My wife started
giving metrouble and
mental torture every
day by living with me,
and her family was with
her in this conspiracy.

If I do not get
justice even after my
death, my ashes should
be thrown into the drain.
Mummy Papa, you all
pleaseforgiveme, | could
not fulfil your
expectations.”

Mohit was posted as
afield engineerina
cement company and
used to visit different
states for company work
every day. The deceased's
brother Tareen Pratap,
said that his brother had
left the house, saying that
he was going to
Kota.Tareen said that on

Friday at 6 AM, Mohit
sent avideo on his mobile
inwhich Mohit's suicide
note was found. After this
video, thefamily members
called him several times,
but he did not pick up the
phone.

Police sources said
that surveillance revealed
that his mobile was
showing the location
around Etawah railway
station. "Thefamily
searched for himin many
hotels and railway
stations throughout the
day, but he could not be
found. Late Friday night,
the news of his death was
received through the
police" they said.Tareen
claimed that his brother
was harassed by hiswife
and herin-laws. "A few
months ago, Mohit's
father-in-law had also
given afalse application
against my family. Mohit's
brother-in-law also
threatened them. His
brother wasliving with his
wife in a separate house,
even after that, Priya used
to fight every day.

After four months, she
returned from her maternal
homein Mainpuri district,
three days ago," he said.

Police sources said
that no complaint has
been given by Mohit's
family against hiswifeand
other family membersso
far."Thepoliceare
currently waiting for the
application based on
which policewill decide
the future course of legal
action," they said.

Another common myth
is that women over 35
always need donor eggs.

While donor eggs can be
an option for women with
very low egg quality, it'snot
the rule. Many women in
thisage group are still able
to conceiveusing their own
eggs. Tests like AMH and
ultrasound help doctors
evaluate the chances and
suggest the right path
forward.

It's also important to
understand that IVF is not
a magic solution.

Reconnecting with the Earth

We feel a sense of happiness and well-being when we're
connected to our planet. Scientists are now wondering, why?

ur bodies are bioelectrical in
O nature. To simplify an extremely

complex process, all of the func-
tions of our cells, nervous system, and
more are governed by electric power
and pulses of energy. Medical doctors
and scientists are building inventions
that seem ripped straight out of a sci-
ence fiction novel, such as computer
chips that communicate with the
human body's electrical systems. These
are not futuristic proposals or the day-
dreams of a mad scientist-some of these
inventions are already on the market.

Multiple health bene-
fits

Multiple studies have dug into how
earthing may help with various major
health problems and have found bene-
fits such as relief from chronic pain,
reduced stress and anxiety, and
improved sleep. That same study specif-
ically noted that earthing affects blood
glucose levels and concentrations of
magnesium, iron, and other nutrients in
our blood. This may play a role in man-
aging or preventing chronic disease
such as osteoporosis and diabetes.

A dose of vitamin N

Additional research needs to be done
on earthing to learn more about how it
works, but the general health benefits of
being in nature and getting connected to
the earth are undebatable. "Nature pro-
vides enormous possibilities to improve
health because it can have many sooth-
ing and healthful effects,”" says Gillian
Mandich, PhD(c), a health lecturer at
Western University in London, Ontario.
For her, the health perks of nature are so
great that she nicknames it "vitamin N."

Plugging into the plan-
et's power

"Any time outside is better than no
time," says Mandich. "Even a five-
minute break outside can be an energiz-
ing boost! The health benefits of getting
outside are cumulative throughout the
day, so finding a few times per day to log
five to 10 minutes is very beneficial."

Earthing resources and
accessories
The best way to experience earthing is

with bare-skinned contact with the
ground. That's not always feasible, espe-

cially for those of us who live and work
in urban environments.

Earthing shoes

Using conductive inserts, the
footwear mimics the conductive bene-
fits of barefoot walking while still pro-
tecting your feet like traditional shoes.

Universal earthing pads

Used as either desk mats or floor
mats, the pads plug into the grounded
port in a grounded electrical outlet and
help you get in touch with the earth even
while at home or in the office.

Earthing sheets and
mattresses

When plugged into the ground-
ed port in your bedroom's
electrical outlet, these
sheets allow you to
gain the benefits
of grounding
while  you
sleep. One 4
woman /
told the

authors of Earthing that sleeping in an
earthing sheet felt like lying there sur-
rounded by nature.

Auto seat pads

With the goal of reducing road rage,
these auto seat pads connect to your
vehicle's metal frame to provide a semi-
Earth grounding.

Digging into the bene-
fits of gardening

If you have a backyard or access to an
urban community garden, exercise your
green thumb this summer! In one study,
researchers found that just 30 minutes
of gardening significantly reduced stress
levels in study participants. Another
study found that gardening could
reduce depression.

Grounding ideas

Any contact between our bare skin
and the planet's surface is what scien-
tists theorize helps us to channel and
plug into the earth's energy. Ground
yourself two or three times per day if
you can. The effects are cumulative. The
more we do it, the better we'll feel.

Kohli the chase master steers RCB to clinical win

(UNI) : Virat Kohli stamped
his authority yet again as
the undisputed chase
master, crafting an
unbeaten 73 to steer Royal

Chasing 158, Kohli
displayed his signature
composure and class,
anchoring the innings after
the early dismissal of Phil
Salt. He shared a 103-run
stand with Devdutt
Padikkal, who blazed his
way to 61 off just 35 balls,

dismantling the PBKS
bowling attack with aflurry
of boundaries and a
towering six tobring up his
fifty.While Padikkal fell
trying to take on Harpreet
Brar, Kohli kept the chase
firmly in RCB’s grip. The
former India captain
reached his 59th IPL half-
century with minimal fuss,
unfurling a range of fluent
strokes, including a lofted
six over Yuzvendra Chahal
and a whipped boundary
through mid-wicket. He
also survived a run-out
scare in the 16th over
during a mix-up with
skipper Rajat Patidar.
Though Patidar
departed for a cautious 12,

RCB were well on course.
Jitesh Sharma, sent up the
order, sealed the deal with
a thumping six off Nehal
Wadhera in the 19th over,
asKohli remained unbesten
at the other end.

Earlier, Punjab struggled
to capitalise on a decent
start, finishing at 157 for 6.
Krunal Pandya (2/25) and
Suyash Sharma (2/26)
dented the middle order,
while Marco Jansen (25*
off 20) and Shashank Singh
(31* off 33) added valuable
runs at the death.

Among the PBKS
bowlers, Brar (1/27) and
Chahal (1/36) managed
breakthroughs, while
Arshdeep Singh impressed

early on but lacked support
as Kohli and Padikkal
dominated the middle
overs.

The win gives RCB
much-needed momentumin
their campaign, while PBKS
are left ruing another
inconsistent batting
display and lacklustre
middle-oversbowling.
