Ministers pay tributes to Pahalagam
terror attack victim from Vizag

: Ministers, public
representatives and people
of Visakhapatnam on Friday
paid tributes to J. S.
Chandramouli, one of the
victims of the Pahalgam
terror attack.

The retired bank
employee's last rites were
performed with family
members, friends, relatives,
and other citizens bidding a

tearful adieu.
State Home Minister V.

Anitha, Health Minister
Sathya Kumar, MLAs Palla
Srinivas Rao and Ganta
Srinivasa Rao, Anakapalli
MP C. M. Ramesh and other
leaders paid homage to
Chandramouli.

Citizens condemned the
brutal killing of
Chandramouli. His friends
and other residents in the
neighbourhood remember

him as a gentleman who was
active in various service
activities.

The mortal remains of
Chandramouli were brought
to Visakhapatnam on
Wednesday, but the family
waited for the arrival of both
his daughters from abroad
to conduct the funeral.

Chandramouli (68) was
one of the 26 tourists killed
by terrorists at Pahalgam on
April 22.Chandramouli, his

wife J. Naga Mani and two
other family members
travelled to Kashmir on
April 18. The group was in
Srinagar and visiting tourist
locations in Kashmir.

According to
Chandramouli's family
members, while others
managed to flee, he could
not run fast because of his
cardiac problem. They said
terrorists chased him and
shot him from point-blank

range. The family initially
presumed him missing, but
later found his body at the
site.

Chief Minister N.
Chandrababu Naidu
received Chandramouli's
mortal remains at
Visakhapatnam Airport on
Wednesday night and paid
his respects. He also
consoled the family.

The Chief Minister
announced an ex gratia of Rs
10 lakh each for the families
of Chandramouli and S.
Madhusudhan Rao.

Madhusudhan Rao, a
software engineer from
Kavali in Nellore district, was
also shot dead by the
terrorists.

The techie, who was
settled in Bengaluru for the
last 12 years, had gone to
Kashmir with his wife and
two minor children.

Madhusudhan's mortal
remains were brought to
Kavali on Thursday. Deputy
Chief Minister Pawan
Kalyan, Ministers Nadendla
Manohar, Anam
Ramnarayan Reddy and
Sathya Kumar paid tributes
to the terror victim.

Pahalgam terror strike: AP CM meets

As a result, UP has recognised top-
performing banks and stakeholders for their exceptional
contributions to the scheme," they said.

Sources said that in a special campaign organised by
the Pension Fund Regulatory and Development Authority
(PFRDA), UP secured the top spot with 21.49 lakh
enrolments, surpassing the target of 15.83 lakh for the
last financial year. "For this outstanding performance, the
UP State Level Bankers' Committee (SLBC) was felicitated

Sources said that the Atal Pension Yojana is managed
through 60 stakeholders, including 8 leading banks in India.
"State Bank of India, Bank of Baroda and Indian Bank
have registered the highest enrolments for the scheme.
Prayagraj, Lucknow, Bareilly, Fatehpur and Kanpur Nagar
have emerged as the top districts for APY enrolments,"
they said.

Sources said that under CM Yogi's leadership, the Atal
Pension Yojana and similar initiatives have gained
significant momentum, offering a crucial step toward
ensuring financial security for the state's people in the
future. "This initiative is particularly beneficial for workers
in the unorganized sector, who lack guaranteed income
after retirement," they said.

Launched by the central government of India in 2015,
the APY aims to provide a monthly pension ranging from
Rs 1,000 to Rs 5,000 to citizens in the unorganised sector,
aged 18 to 40, after retirement. Contributions can be made
on a monthly, quarterly, or half-yearly basis, with automatic
deductions from the bank account.

The contribution amount is lower when the scheme is
started at a younger age. In case of the account holder’s
death, the pension is provided to their spouse, and
after both pass away, the accumulated amount is
returned to the nominee. Applications for this scheme can
be made at banks, post offices or online.

DNI Tulsi
Gabbard
denounces
'horrific Islamist
terrorist attack'

Wa s h i n g t o n / N e w
Delhi, April 25 (UNI) : The
US’ Director of National
Intelligence, Tulsi Gabbard,
said today the US stands
in solidarity with India in the
wake of the “horrific
Islamist terrorist attack” in
Pahalgam that targeted 26
Hindus, and said the US
stands in support of India
“as you hunt down those
responsible for this
heinous attack”.

In a post on X, Gabbard,
a practising Hindu who
visited India last month,
posted:“We stand in
solidarity with India in the
wake of the horrific Islamist
terrorist attack, targeting
and killing 26 Hindus in
Pahalgam.“My prayers and
deepest sympathies are
with those who lost a loved
one, PM @narendramodi,
and with all the people of
India.“We are with you and
support you as you hunt
down those responsible for
this heinous attack.”

US President Donald
Trump had been the first
world leader to dial PM
Modi in the wake of the
terror attack to express his
nation's support for India
and offer assistance.

PM Modi has vowed to
wreak vengeance on the
perpetrators of the attack,
and hunt them down to the
corners of the earth. Notably,
India has severely
downgraded its ties with
Pakistan in the wake of the
attack, which has been linked
to handlers across the border.

HC dismisses plea to quash FIR
against BJP MLA, ex-Uttarakhand CS

Shimla, April 25 (UNI) :
The Himachal Pradesh
High Court has dismissed
a petition filed by retired
IAS officer and former chief
secretary of Uttarakhand
Rakesh Sharma and his son,
BJP MLA from Hamirpur
Ashish Sharma, seeking
quashing of an FIR lodged
against them in connection
with alleged horse-trading
during the 2024 Rajya
Sabha elections.

The petitioners had also
requested a CBI
investigation, but the court
found no grounds to
interfere with the ongoing
inquiry.Justice Rakesh
Kanthala, while delivering
the verdict, stated that the
FIR could not be quashed
at this stage as the
investigation revealed a
cognizable offence.

Citing Supreme Court
precedents, the court
emphasised that it would be
premature to intervene
before the completion of the

investigation. The judge
further clarified that the
court's observations are
limited to the petition and
would not influence the
merits of the case.

The FIR was lodged at
Boileauganj police station
in Shimla by Congress
MLAs Sanjay Awasthi and
Bhuvneshwar Gaur. They
alleged that Ashish Sharma
and father of Chetanya
Sharma, Rakesh Sharma, a
former Chief Secretary of
Uttarakhand, played a
central role in a conspiracy to
destabilise the Congress-led
state government.

The duo is accused of
bribing MLAs and
facilitating their stay in five-
to seven- star hotels, as
well as arranging helicopter
transport for rebel
l e g i s l a t o r s . T h e
controversy stems from the
Rajya Sabha elections held
on February 27, 2024.
Despite holding a majority
with 40 MLAs in the 68-

member Assembly,
Congress suffered a
shocking setback when six
of its members and three
independents cross-voted.

This resulted in a tie
between Congress
candidate Abhishek Manu
Singhvi and BJP's Harsh
Mahajan, who eventually
won through a draw of lots.

The fallout led to a
political crisis in Himachal
Pradesh, prompting the BJP
to claim that the Congress
government had lost its
majority.In response, the
Speaker disqualified the six
rebel MLAs under the anti-
defection law. By-elections
were held for nine seats,
and Congress managed to
regain its majority with 40
seats, stabilising the
government.Meanwhile, an
SIT led by ASP Navdeep
Singh is probing the horse-
trading allegations. Ashish
and Rakesh Sharma have
been summoned multiple
times for questioning.

Rs 15,995 cr
subsidy to
power
consumers for
2025-26

Patna, April 25 (UNI) :
In order to give relief to
the power consumers, the
Bihar government has
sanctioned Rs 15,995
crore as subsidy to the
consumers during 2025-
26.

The cabinet
sanctioned the amount in
a cabinet meeting held
here on Friday in the
leadership of the chief
minister Nitish Kumar.

Additional chief
secretary S Siddharth told
media after the meeting
that the fund has been
sanctioned under
“Mukhya Mantri Vidyut
Upbhokta Sahayta
Yojana” to give per unit
subsidy to the power
consumers of the state.

The amount would be
given directly to NTPC
through Reserve Bank of
India, he added.

The subsidy amount is
reflected in every month’s
energy bill, he said adding
that the subsidy has been
sanctioned for a period of
April 2025 to March 2026.

The state government
gives subsidy every year
to power consumers to
offset the higher tariff
rate, he added.

Siddharth further said
that the cabinet also gave
its nod to education
department’s proposal to
create 526 posts that
included 422 teaching and
104 non teaching staff for
the proposed degree
colleges.

The decision has been
taken in view of Chief
Minister Nitish Kumar’s
announcements made
during his Pragati Yatra .

It also sanctioned the
creation of 663 non-
technical posts of
different categories for 71
offices of integrated urban
engineering organisation
constituted under Urban
Development and
Housing department, he
said.The cabinet has
approved the creation of
244 posts of different
categories for smooth
functioning of Bihar
Sports University, Rajgir,
he said.

concerned, the US
President said:

“The tensions on the
border have been there for
one thousand five hundred
years, …but they are going
to figure it out one way or
the other, I know both their
leaders.”

The US President’s
comments come after the
US State Department said
on the Pahalgam terrorist
attack:“Now on to the
terrorist attacks in
Pahalgam. As President

Trump and Secretary Rubio
have made clear, the United
States stands with India,
strongly condemns all acts
of terrorism.

“We pray for the lives
of those lost and for the
recovery of the injured and
call for the perpetrators of
this heinous act to be
brought to justice,” said
State Department
spokesperson Tammy
Bruce.

Asked if the US has a
reaction to India blaming

Pakistan for being
connected to the attackers,
and if the US sees Pakistan
as potentially being behind
the attack and also if
Washington is playing any
role in diplomacy to try and
cool tensions, she said the
US is monitoring the
situation very closely.
“Well, I put it in the topper
obviously because it was a
horrible situation, but at the
same time that’s basically
going to be the extent of the
comments at this point.

Among
the growing arsenal of
treatments, including
chemotherapy, radiation,
and immunotherapy,
surgery continues to be the
single most effective and
decisive intervention for
many types of cancer.

Surgery is a
fundamental part of cancer
treatment that involves the
removal of tumors. For
cancers that are localized
and have not spread
extensively, surgery can
offer the possibility of a
complete cure. For example,
when tumors are detected
early, they can be surgically
removed before they
spread to other areas of the
body, increasing the
chances of long-term
survival.

AINU Doctors Transplant Man’s
Own Kidney and Use His Appendix
to Restore Urinary Function

In a remarkable

demonstration of surgical
excellence and innovation,
doctors at the Asian
Institute of Nephrology
and Urology (AINU) in
Hyderabad successfully
saved both kidneys of a 65-
year-old man suffering from
a rare and life-threatening
c o n d i t i o n — b y
transplanting one of his
own kidneys to a new
position in his body and
using his appendix to
replace a damaged ureter on
the other side.The patient,
hailing from West Bengal,
developed severe
complications following a
routine kidney stone
removal procedure (RIRS)
performed elsewhere in
2023. Post-surgery, both his
ureters—the tubes that
carry urine from kidneys to
the bladder—became
completely blocked,
causing a life-threatening
rise in creatinine levels,
intense pain, and recurrent
fever.With his kidneys in

critical condition and
temporary tubes
(nephrostomies) draining
them externally, the patient
reached Hyderabad after
being turned away by
multiple centers in other
states. Upon detailed
evaluation, doctors found
that both ureters had long-
segment, high-grade
obstructions, an extremely
rare and challenging
scenario.For the right
kidney, the surgical team
used a highly
unconventional method:
they repurposed the
patient’s own appendix to
replace the blocked ureter.
The appendix, being similar
in size to the ureter, was
meticulously repositioned
using robotic-assisted
surgery—a rarely
performed but scientifically
documented technique
known as appendix
interposition.

“This is one of the most
creative and minimally
invasive ways to
reconstruct a long ureteric

defect. It’s not commonly
done, but it was the perfect
solution in this patient’s
case.” said Dr. Syed Md
Ghouse, Senior Consultant
Robotic Surgeon and
Urologist, AINU.

Following the
procedure, the right kidney
resumed normal function,
and the external drainage
tube was successfully
removed.

A u t o - T r a n s p l a n t :
Transplanting the Kidney
Back Into Himself

Two months later, the
left kidney still remained
compromised. Since the
appendix exists only on the
right side and other
alternatives like intestinal
interposition posed
complications, the surgical
team opted for a bold, rarely
attempted solution: renal
autotransplantation.

In this complex
procedure, the patient’s left
kidney was surgically
removed along with its
blood vessels, then
reimplanted lower down in
the abdomen, bypassing
the diseased ureter and
allowing natural urine flow
into the healthy segment.

“ R e n a l
autotransplantation is
performed only in the most
advanced centers and is
considered a last-resort,
high-precision procedure.
We essentially gave his
kidney a new home within
his own body, Dr. Vijay
Kumar Sarma Madduri,
Consultant Urologist explained."

Body of Nepalese man killed in
Pahalgam terror attack taken
back to Nepal by family

Kathmandu/New Delhi, April 25 (UNI) : The body
of a Nepalese man killed in the Pahalgam terror attack
has been taken back to Nepal by his family, the
Nepalese Ambassador in India Shankar P Sharma has
said.In a post on X, the Ambassador also appreciated
India for providing high-priority swift response to
Nepal in helping with repatriation of the body.

“The body of Sudip Neupane, who lost his life in
the heinous terror attack in J&K, reached Butwal this
morning, along with 3 family members.

“They flew to Lucknow in a special flight from Delhi
before traveling to Nepal by road. Appreciate India’s
high-priority swift response towards us.”

Earlier, the ambassador strongly condemned the
terror attack in Pahalgam in which 26 tourists were
killed, including a Nepali national.

PM Modi had offered condolences over the Nepali
national’s death during his phone conversation with
Nepalese PM KP Sharma Oli.

“Nepal strongly condemns the cowardly terror
attack in Pahalgam, J&K. We stand with India against
such violence.“Deeply saddened by the loss of Nepali
citizen Sudip Neupane. Heartfelt condolences to his
family & all affected. GON will provide all necessary
assistance to his family,” Sharma had posted on X.

Iran condemns Israeli
"aggression" in Gaza, Lebanon

Tehran, April 25 (UNI) : Iran's Foreign Ministry
spokesman Esmaeil Baghaei on Friday condemned
Israel's "acts of aggression" in Gaza and Lebanon,
accusing Israel of "war crimes" and criticizing
international inaction.

Baghaei reacted in a ministry statement to deadly
Israeli airstrikes across Gaza on Thursday and pointed
to the "continuation of Israeli aggressions against
Lebanon's sovereignty," the statement said.

Baghaei described Israel's siege of Gaza, prevention
of aid entry, and attacks on camps housing displaced
Palestinians as "clear instances of war crimes."

The spokesman stated that the United States and
some European nations providing arms to Israel "are
accomplices in the Israeli crimes."

Baghaei also denounced ongoing Israeli
"aggressions" against Lebanon's sovereignty, citing
violations of ceasefire agreements, airstrikes, and drone
attacks.

He highlighted the responsibility of the United
Nations and ceasefire agreement guarantors to stop
these Israeli actions, according to the statement.

Almost 2,000 Palestinians have been killed and more
than 5,200 others injured since Israel renewed its air
and ground assaults on March 18 across Gaza, while
the total Palestinian death toll since October 2023 has
topped 51,000, according to recent data by Gaza-based
health authorities. Israel has also blocked the entry of
all humanitarian aid into Gaza since March 2.

Trump says China’s President Xi
called him to discuss trade deal

Washington, April 25 (UNI) : US President Donald
Trump said in an interview with Time that Chinese
President Xi Jinping had reached out to him to discuss
trade, although he did not specify the timing of the
call."He's called. And I don't think that's a sign of
weakness on his behalf," Trump said in the interview
marking his first 100 days in office.

Trump noted that, based on his conversation with
Xi, he believes there is a tariff level that Beijing is
willing to accept. However, he emphasized that he
would not permit China to make a trillion dollars in
trade with the United States, not even $750 billion.

On April 2, Trump signed an executive order
introducing "reciprocal" tariffs on imports from other
countries. Their basic rate was set at 10%, while higher
rates were introduced against 57 countries and
calculated based on the US trade deficit with a specific
country: so that there would be a balance instead of a
deficit.However, on April 9, the US leader announced
that more than 75 countries had not taken retaliatory
measures and requested negotiations, so for 90 days,
basic import duties of 10% would apply to everyone
except China.After a series of steps in the trade war, the
additional "reciprocal" US tariff on Chinese goods reached
125%, and China's retaliatory tariff on American goods is
also 125%. In addition, the United States has another
20% tariff on China, introduced in connection with
accusations of insufficient combat against synthetic drugs.

4 security personnel killed in
explosion in SW Pak

Islamabad, April 25 (UNI) : At least four paramilitary
troops were killed and three others injured in an attack
in Pakistan's southwestern Balochistan province on
Friday, official sources said.

The incident happened on the outskirts of Quetta,
the provincial capital city, where a vehicle carrying the
bomb disposal squad was targeted by an improvised
explosive device, the sources from the city's police
told Xinhua."The team, belonging to the Frontier
Corps, was conducting routine operations in the area
when their vehicle was struck by the explosion," the
sources added.The injured troops were shifted to a
nearby hospital for treatment.

Security forces cordoned off the area and launched
a search operation to trace the perpetrators.

No group has claimed responsibility for the attack
yet.Balochistan has witnessed sporadic violence in
recent years, with security personnel often targeted in
attacks claimed by various militant groups.

Medical services
hit in Nepal
following
nationwide
boycott by
doctors

Kathmandu, April 25
(UNI) : Thousands of ailing
patients in Nepal were
denied treatment on Friday
as the country's doctors'
body called a nationwide
boycott of all services
except emergency and
intensive care in solidarity
with resident medics
protesting over the stipend
gap between private and
government medical
colleges.

According to The
Kathmandu Post, resident
NMA doctors pursuing
MD/MS degrees in private
colleges have been
demanding stipends on par
with those of government-
owned colleges, who are
currently receiving less
than half the amount of
their government
counterparts.

Currently, postgraduate
students (MD/MS) at
g o v e r n m e n t - o w n e d
institutions receive NPR
48,737 per month, which is
equivalent to the salary of
a gazetted officer. Private
medical colleges, however,
have been providing a
stipend of only NPR 20,000
to postgraduate students.

In solidarity with their
resident doctors and
medical students, agitated
doctors and postgraduate
students from the Nepal
Medical Association also
staged a protest at
Maitighar Mandal in
Kathmandu yesterday, and
cordoned off the district
administration offices.

The NMA
representatives and the
protesting doctors also
held a meeting with Health
Minister Pradip Paudel,
who expressed support for
the demands of the
agitating doctors.

“Minister Paudel
reiterated that the
government is committed to
implementing the decision
of the 16th meeting of the
Medical Education
Commission,” said Dr Anil
Bikram Karki, president of
the association. “But
resident doctors need a
stipend on par with those
of government-owned
colleges, not only the
minister’s commitment.”

"The US has clearly
expressed its intention to
find a joint solution with
Switzerland on the issue of
tariffs ... It would be better
if the tariffs were 0%,
because Switzerland has no
tariffs on the import of
industrial goods. We will
see what we can agree on.
It is possible that the US
will not give up the tariffs
completely. We may have
to get used to them," she
said.

Keller-Sutter specified
that no plan with an exact

date has been secured. At
the same time, both sides
understand that they need
to move as quickly as
possible toward some kind
of solution, because
uncertainty is very
damaging to the economy.

On April 2, US President
Donald Trump signed an
executive order that
implemented reciprocal
tariffs on imports from
various countries. The base
tariff rate was established
at 10%, with higher rates
applied to 57 countries
based on the US trade
deficit with each specific
nation. On April 9, Trump
declared that a baseline

tariff of 10% would be
imposed for 90 days on
over 75 countries that had
not retaliated and had
requested negotiations,
except for China. Before the
announced pause,
Switzerland was subject to
31% tariffs.

On April 9, Keller-Sutter
held a phone call with
Trump and shared some
ideas on the response to
Washington's tariff policy,
expressing hope that
solutions would be worked
out "in the very near
future." She also said that
Swiss businesses and
companies were eager to
invest in the US economy.

Khartoum, April 25
(UNI) : At least 11 people
were killed and over 22
others injured on Friday in
a drone strike that hit a
camp for internally
displaced persons (IDPs) in
Al-Damer, the capital of
River Nile State in northern
Sudan, the state governor
said.Governor Mohammed
Al-Badawi Abdel-Majid
condemned the attack in a
statement, describing it as
a "crime" committed by the
paramilitary Rapid Support
Forces (RSF) at dawn on
Friday against the IDP
camp in the Al-Mogran
area. He stated that 11
civilians, mostly women,
children, and the elderly,
were killed.

He urged the
international community
and human rights
organizations to document
the violations and ensure
accountability for those
responsible. The governor

also ordered the relocation
of the camp to a safer area
to protect the displaced
residents.

Separately, the non-
governmental Sudanese
Doctors Network reported
that the "strike was carried
out by a swarm of drones
that launched four missiles,
causing massive
explosions and thick smoke
over the shelter center and
the electrical substation in
Atbara city."

The RSF has not
commented on the attack.

Meanwhile, the Media
Coordination Council of
the Sudanese Electricity
Company said the Atbara
substation was targeted by
drones on Friday for the
fourth time in a short
period, leading to a power
outage in the River Nile and
Red Sea states.

The council confirmed
that civil defense teams
were working to extinguish

the fire caused by the strike,
and that technical damage
assessments and follow-up
measures would take place.

The RSF has recently
escalated attacks on key
civilian and military sites in
the Northern and River Nile
states, causing significant
damage to the Merowe
Dam in northern Sudan and
triggering power outages
across multiple states.

The conflict between
the Sudanese Armed
Forces (SAF) and the Rapid
Support Forces (RSF),
which erupted on April 15,
2023, has killed tens of
thousands, displaced over
15 million people, and left
Sudan facing what the UN
calls one of the world's
worst humanitarian crises.
UN agencies warn the
country is nearing famine,
with its healthcare system
collapsed and accurate
casualty counts nearly
impossible to verify.

Trump says Netanyahu ‘felt
well’ about his call for more
food, medicine into Gaza

Washington, April 25 (UNI) : US President Donald
Trump said on Friday that Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu felt well about his urge to get more food and
medicine into the Gaza Strip."Well, [he] felt well about it,"
Trump said, when asked how Netanyahu responded to
his request to get more food and medicine into Gaza.Trump
said on Tuesday that he spoke with Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu to discuss Iran and trade,
emphasizing that both countries agree on all the matters
discussed."Gaza came up and I said, you got to be good
to Gaza. Those people are suffering. We got to be good to
Gaza ... There's a very big need for medicine, food and
medicine, and we're taking care of it," he added.

The UN World Food Programme said earlier in the day
that it had fully depleted its food stocks in the Gaza Strip.

No humanitarian or commercial supplies have been
able to enter Gaza for over seven weeks, as all major border
crossings remain closed, the WFP said, adding that more
than 116,000 tonnes of food have been stuck on the border
as drivers are waiting for permission to enter the enclave.

The agency called for the resumption of food and
humanitarian supplies into Gaza to provide urgent
assistance to the civilian population of the enclave.On
March 18, Israel resumed strikes on the Gaza Strip, citing
Palestinian movement Hamas' refusal to accept the US
plan to extend the ceasefire, which expired on March 1. Israel
cut off electricity supply to a desalination plant in the Gaza
Strip and closed off entry to trucks carrying humanitarian aid.

Colombo, April 25 (UNI) : International
Monetary Fund (IMF) staff and the Sri
Lankan authorities have reached a staff-
level agreement on economic policies to
conclude the Fourth Review of Sri Lanka's
reform program supported by the IMF's
Extended Fund Facility (EFF), the IMF said
in a statement on Friday.

Once the review is approved by the
IMF Executive Board, Sri Lanka will have
access to about 344 million U.S. dollars in
financing, bringing the total IMF financial
support disbursed under the arrangement
to about 1.72 billion dollars, the IMF said.

Sri Lanka's ambitious reform agenda
continues to deliver commendable
outcomes, and the 5-percent economic
growth in 2024 is remarkable, the IMF said.
Revenue mobilization reforms had

improved the revenue-to-GDP ratio to 13.5
percent in 2024, from 8.2 percent in 2022.The
IMF added that the country's gross official
reserves reached 6.5 billion dollars at end-

Making a case for
himself for the five-Test
series in Australia, Overton
added, "Ashes cricket is
probably the pinnacle for
English players, and I feel
like I've got a decent record
on Australian pitches.

“It probably suits my
game more than wickets
back in England - but I'm not

expecting anything.”
Overton, however,

admitted that vying for a
spot in the Ben Stokes-led
Test side will take some
doing.

“I need to play red-ball
cricket to give myself a
chance of being there, so
we'll just see where we get
to when I'm back home,”
said the all-rounder, who is
currently part of the
Chennai Super Kings
squad in IPL 2025.

"I bowled ten overs in
the Afghanistan game [at
the Champions Trophy],
but I've not bowled more

than that in a day since last
April.“It's going to take a
lot to get the body back to
those bowling workloads,
and we'll just see where we
go and play it by ear.

“It's a short career, so
you've got to maximise it
while keeping your body in
a good place."

Overton was part of the
England squad during this
year’s ICC Champions
Trophy, where the

Jos Buttler-led side
were knocked out of the
group stage without a win
from their three games.

With five ODI and 12
T20I outings under his belt
for the national team,
Overton will be among
those contesting for a spot
in the upcoming home
summer that features the
likes of West Indies, South
Africa and Ireland touring
for white-ball series.

For the all-rounder, an
opportunity in the red-ball
squad might also present
itself with a one-off match
against Zimbabwe in May,
followed by a marquee five-
Test match series against
India starting in June.

Chennai, April 25 (UNI) : Reigning National champion
Karna Kadur from Bengaluru set the early pace to take a

Merla, sparing half-a-second to team-mate, Mangaluru’s
Jason Saldanha (co-driver PV Srinivasa Murthy from
Bengaluru).Former National champion Amittrajit Ghosh
(Ashwin Naik) finished the day in third spot behind

Kadur and Saldanha in both APRC and the National
championship to complete a 1-2-3 for Arka Motorsports at
the end of Day-1.Kadur made a couple of errors in the first
run of the 1.45 Kms circuit which saw him finish second
behind Saldanha. However, he found his rhythm and flow
in the second loop as he drove the Volkswagen Polo with
far more control to take pole position going into Saturday’s
Special Stages.

Reflecting on his performance, Kadur said: “I made a
couple of mistakes in the first loop, fluffing the start and
then hitting a small bund which we had not noticed during
the recce. It unsettled the car, but I managed to keep it all
together. In the second run, I was far more comfortable
and ha  a good drive. Anyway, today’s run was just starters,
the main course is tomorrow.”

Further down the grid, Saldanha took the lead in the
INRC2 class while Sheshank Janwal (Raghu) topped the
time sheets in the INRC3 category and Pragathi Gowda
(Chandramouli M) was ahead in the Women INRC.

Meanwhile, the turbo-charged Hyundai i20, making its
entry in the Indian Rally scene, attracted considerable
attention as Hyderabad’s Jeet Jhabakh (co-driver V Sekhar
from Coimbatore) came in 12th Overall but topped the newly
introduced INRC 3T class. “I am still settling down in the
new car, getting used to the turbo engine. I was exiting the
corners a bit slow due to the turbo lag and that is
something I must work on.

New Delhi, April 25
(UNI) : The Supreme Court
on Thursday granted
interim protection to actor-
turned-politician S. Ve
Shekher, exempting him
from surrendering until the
next date of hearing in a
case related to derogatory
remarks against women
journalists.

A Bench comprising
Justice Surya Kant and
Justice N. Kotiswar Singh
came down heavily on
Shekher for the offensive
post and questioned the
sincerity of his apology.

“First of all, you are
pursuing this… it’s a nasty
campaign you carried out
against a woman—
attacking her dignity

against women journalists

directly and in such a
brazen and abrupt manner,”
the Court remarked,
expressing displeasure that
Shekher had not impleaded
the complainant in the
proceedings.

The Bench further
added, “You must be
harassing so many women.
This time, you were
confronted with a Journalist
Association attack.”

Shekher contended that
he had merely forwarded a
message without reading it,
deleted it within an hour,
and apologized.

However, the Court was
unconvinced. “Probably
whatever your vocabulary
had, you had put the entire
vocabulary on Twitter,” the

judges said pointedly.
When Shekher insisted

that he had tendered a
public apology, the Court
disagreed, noting: “No, no,
no. You never apologized.
The High Court says that
you never tendered [an
apology], you just made a
formality of it.”Seeking
relief under Section 360
CrPC and the Probation of
Offenders Act, Shekher
urged the Court to consider
his age, lack of prior
convictions, and the brief
duration the offensive
message remained online.
He also stated that he
would implead the
complainant, though the
original complaint was filed by
the Journalists’ Association.

Mumbai Division of Central
Railway annually conducts
a joint full scale mock drill
with National Disaster
Response Force (NDRF) to
check alertness and
response time during major
accidents. In this regard a
joint mock drill was
conducted at New Goods
Shed Mulund on 25th April,
2025. An artificial accident
scenario was created
wherein, a coach derailed
and caught fire. A situation
was developed where
passengers were trapped
inside a burning coach.

The drill started when a
wheel of one coach derailed
and the coach was set on
fire. A message was given
by the Dy. Chief Yard
Master to the control of
Mumbai Division at 10.05
hrs. The control acted
immediately and a message
was sent to NDRF, State
Disaster Management
Department, MCGM
Control & Disaster
Management Cell,
Ambulance, Mumbai Fire
Brigade, Mumbai Police
control, Accident Relief
Train (ART) & ARME of
Central Railway and to all
concerned. The railway
ambulance arrived at 10.15
hrs on site. NDRF arrived
at 10.19 hrs on site and
started the rescue
operation immediately with
the help of civil defence and
fire brigade.

 Fire extinguisher was
used by railway field staff
and fire was extinguished at
10.27 hrs. City Police
reached the site at 10.21 hrs.
Accident Relief Medical
Equipments (ARME) Van
from Panvel arrived at the
site at 11.13 hrs. Total 21
injured passengers were
rescued between 10.33 hrs
to 11.25 hrs by Civil defence
and NDRF team.
Simultaneously, NDRF and
ART teams cut the

Windows and roof of the
coach from south end and
rescued four injured
passengers. NDRF
personnel entered the
coach to evacuate
passengers. RPF of
railways also assisted
NDRF in evacuation of

passengers.
Fire brigade personnel

entered the coach and
completely doused the fire.
NDRF team with Live Body
Detection Dog Squad
started dog search at 11.36
hrs and at 11.42 hrs found
one unconscious person in

the toilet, who was rescued
at 11.51 hrs.

All the passengers were
evacuated by 11.55 hrs,
initial first aid was provided
to the injured and their
health parameters were
checked by railway doctors
and some of them were sent

to MCGM hospitals at
Mulund East & Mulund
West for further medical
help. All the stakeholders
were found to be
responsive and the whole
situation was controlled in
an hour. ARTs arrived at a
site from Kurla & Kalyan
started re-railing work at
11.57 hrs with the help of
140T crane and the coach
re-railed at 12.06 hrs and
mock drill declared at 1210
hrs. This drill made joint
operation of railways with
various disaster response
agencies smoother and will
help substantially in real life
situations.

The drill demonstrated
Central Railway's
preparedness for ensuring
the safety and well-being of
passengers through
proactive emergency
preparedness and effective
response mechanisms.

The successful
coordination among
various agencies
underscores the railway's
readiness to handle crisis
situations efficiently.
Mumbai division aims for
zero accident and quick
response, if any such
incident happens.

These drills will
continue to be conducted
jointly by railways with
mult iple  agencies  for
accident preparedness
and quick response. 
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
