SC: Equal
pension for all
retired HC
judges,
including
additional
judges

New Delhi, May 19
(UNI) The Supreme
Court hasruled that all
retired high court
judges are entitled to
equal pension and
retirement benefits,
regardless of whether
they served as
permanent or
additional judges.

A bench comprising
Chief Justice of India
(CJ) BR Gavai and
JusticeAG Masih held
that making a
distinction in post-
retirement benefits
among judges based
on their mode of
appointment violates
Article 14 of the
Congtitution, which
guarantees the right to
equality.

The court stated,
“Any discrimination
among judges for
terminal benefitsafter
retirementisviolative
of Article 14. All high
court judges, including
those who retired as
additional judges, are
entitled tofull
pension.” It further
clarified that no
difference can be made
based on whether a
judge was promoted
fromthedistrict
judiciary or elevated
fromthebar.

SC slams MP
minister: '‘Nation is
ashamed of you'

New Delhi, May 19
(UNI) The Supreme Court
on Monday came down
heavily on Madhya
Pradesh Minister and BJP
leader Kunwar Vijay Shah
for hiscontroversial
comment targeting Colonel
SofiyaQureshi who briefed
the mediaduring Operation
Sindoor against Pakistan.

The court expressed
deep disapproval, stating
that Shah had brought
shame to the entire nation.

A bench comprising
Justice Surya Kant and
Justice N Kotiswar Singh
was hearing Shah’s plea
challenging a Madhya
Pradesh High Court order
that had directed the
registration of acriminal
case against him.The High
Court had taken suo motu
cognizance of Shah's
alleged remark, “ Those
who widowed our
daughters, we sent a sister
of their own to teach them
a lesson.”

Condemning the
statement as “ crass and
shameful,” the apex court
remarked: “Theentire
nation is ashamed of you.
Itisfor you to decide how
you wish to redeem
yourself.”

Justice Kant took
serious note of Shah's
attempt to tender an
apology, dismissing it as
insincere and
manipulative. “We don’t
need this apology.
You’'re not in contempt
of court that you're
offering it here.”"“You
commit awrong and then
try to escape through a
hollow apology. Isthis
your attitude?” the court
questioned.

The bench observed
that Shah's statement
had deeply hurt public
sentiment and that his

so-called apology
appeared crafted only to
avoid legal
conseguences.” Sometimes
peoplegiveartificial
apologies just to escape.
Some even shed
crocodile tears. Which
category do you fall
into?” the court
asked.The court further
observed that Shah, a
senior political figure,
should have been far
more cautiousin his
speech.“You'reapublic
figure. Your words carry
weight. From the video,
it appears you were on
the verge of using
abusive language but
stopped mid-sentence
perhaps out of self-
restraint or simply
because you couldn’t
find theright insult.”
Rejecting the
Minister's claim of
genuine regret, the court
said, “1f you call this
genuine regret, we
outright reject it. You've
said, ‘If I’ve hurt
anyone, then | apologize’
this kind of conditional
apology is unacceptable.
You don’t even
acknowledge the harm
caused.” While staying
Shah’s arrest for now,
the court ordered the
formation of a Special
Investigation Team (SIT)
comprising senior Indian
Police Service (IPS)
officersto probe the
incident. Shah has been
directed to fully cooperate
with the investigation.
Clarifying that the high
court had not passed a
conviction but merely
directed the registration of
an FIR, the Supreme Court
concluded, “We are a
country governed by the
ruleof law. Thesame
standards apply to all.”
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MalluBhatti Vikramarka
and MinistersN Uttam
Kumar Reddy, Pongul eti
Srinivas Reddy, and
Damodar Rgjanarasimha,
alsovisited farmers' fields
to inspect the
implementation of drip and
sprinkler irrigation
systems.

The Chief Minister
interacted with the

Hyderabad, May 19
(UNI) :Revenue, Housing,
Information, and Civil
Relations Minister
Ponguleti Srinivasa Reddy
has announced that the
state government, under the
leadership of Chief Minister
A Revanth Reddy, istaking
firm steps to provide a
permanent solution to land
disputes through the
creation of accurate and
updated land records.

Aspart of thisinitiative,
the government invited
applications for the
appointment of 5,000
licensed surveyors to
support the implementation
of theLand IndiaAct, which
mandates the submission of
land survey maps for
property registration. The
response has  been
overwhelming, with 10,031
applicationsreceived by the
deadlineon May 17.

Reviewing the

recruitment process on
Monday, Minister Ponguleti
instructed officials to
finalise all preparations for
the training program.
Selected candidates will
undergo two months of
training at the Survey
Training Academy (TALIM)
in Gachibowli, beginning

May 26.
The Minister expressed
confidence that the

recruitment of licensed
surveyorswill not only help
resolve land-related
disputes but also create
employment opportunities,
especialy inrural areas.
Highlighting another key
initiative, the Minister
announced the launch of a
pilot project for the
digitisation of village maps
through the Telangana

Remote Sensing
Applications Center
(TGRAC).

Theprocesswill beginin

three villages over the next
two days—Lingala in
Lingala mandal of
Nagarkurnool district,
Takkalapalli in Mallial
mandal of Jagtial district,
and Peddakorukondi in
Kallur mandal of Khammam
district.He noted that digital
mapswill allow easy, remote
access to accurate land
data, including the size and
shape of plots, at a lower
cost compared to manual
methods. This digitization
will improvetransparency in
government services, speed
up the mutation process,
and ensure long-term
security and easy updating
of land records. The Minister
emphasised that these
efforts are part of the
government’s broader goal
to  modernise land
administration and promote
efficient, citizen-friendly
governance, an
official statement said.

KTR visits fire tragedy victims'
families, urges urgent overhaul
of emergency infrastructure

Hyderabad, May 19
(UNI) : BRS Working
President K T Rama Rao
(KTR) on Monday visited
the grieving families of the
victimswho perished in the
tragic fire at Gulzar House,
calling it one of the most
painful tragedies in
Hyderabad's recent history.

Seventeen members of
theAgarwal family, who had
lived near Charminar for over
125 years, lost their livesin
theincident, including eight
children.

Speaking to the media,
KTRrefrained from political
criticism but highlighted
seriouslapsesin emergency

response. He cited victim
accounts stating that fire
engines arrived without
water, firefighters lacked
proper masks, and
ambulances came without
oxygen support.“Had basic
life-saving facilities been
available, some lives could
have been saved,” he said.

KTR praised the efforts
of local Hindusand Muslims
who united to rescue the
trapped, underscoring the
spirit of humanity amid the
tragedy. He expressed
disappointment that Chief
Minister Revanth Reddy,
who holds both the Home
and Municipal

Administration portfolios,
did not visit the site, stating,
“This is not about politics,
it's about humanity.”

He urged the
government to provide Rs 25
lakh compensation to each
victim'sfamily and support
the Agarwal family in
restarting their century-old
business.Stressing the need
for systemic change, KTR
called for fire safety review
meetings every summer,

better training for
personnel, and fully
equipped emergency

services, especially in high-
density, old city areas with
narrow lanes.

He further stated that
the legislative committees
are an important part of
parliamentary democracy.
These committees have
special powers while
working. Legislative
committees are a great
system to understand the
administration and conduct
a detailed study of its
functioning.The
Legislative Committees
formed for theyear 2024-25
were formally launched on
Monday in the presence of
Chief Minister Devendra
Fadnavis. Onthisoccasion,
Chairman of the Legidative
Council Ram Shinde,
Speaker of the Legislative

Assembly Rahul Narvekar,
Deputy Chairman of the
Legidative Council Nedlam
Gorhe, Deputy Speaker of
the Legislative Assembly
Anna Bansode, Deputy
Chief Minister Eknath
Shinde, Minister of State
Ashish Jaiswal, heads of
various committees, among
others, were present.

When the
CAG report is presented
before the Legislature, the
Audit and observations are
recorded init. At that time,
information is sought from
the secretaries of the
concerned departments to
check the facts, and then
thefinal report is presented
in the House, he added.

Northern Army
Commander
reviews security

Srinagar, May 19 (UNI)
Northern Army Commander
Lieutenant General Pratik
Sharma on Monday
reviewed the security
situation and operational
preparedness of troops
deployed in the Kashmir
Valley.The visit of Lt Gen
Sharma comes days after
two successful operations
in south Kashmir which led
to the killing of six local
terror militants- three each
from Lashkar-e-Taiba and
Jaish-e-Mohammad.

Inapost on X, Northern
Command of Indian Army
said that Lt Gen Sharma
reviewed the operational
preparedness.

“Lt Gen Pratik Sharma,
Army Commander Northern
Command, reviewed
security & operational
readinessinthevalley,” the
post said.He commended
the brave troops for
demonstrating offensive
spirit and unwavering
professionalism during
successful execution of
operations and emphasised

upon dominating in both
cognitive and physical
domains fuelled by
proactive measures.

Lt Gen Sharma's visit
underscores the Indian
Army’s sustained state of
high aert and its continued
focus on operational
preparednessin thewake of
Operation Sindoor.

The high-profile
military operation,
launched in responseto the
April 22 terror attack in
Pahalgam that claimed the
livesof 26 tourists, resulted
in the targeted destruction
of key terror camps across
the Line of Control. The
campaign later expanded to
include strikes on Pakistani
military installations,
following Islamabad’'s
assault on civilian
infrastructurein Jammu and
Kashmir.Lt Gen Sharma's
presence in the Kashmir
Valley signals the Army’s
commitment to maintaining
strategic dominance and
readiness amid evolving
security challenges.

Underlining theimportance
of the Request for
Proposals Committee, he
said that earlier it was

TheL egidative Council
deputy chairperson Neelam
Gorhe said that the
committeemembersshould
use the powers of the
committees in a proper
manner, study how they can
be used morefor the public
interest and observe local
etiquette during the
proceedings of the
committee. Each member
should understand their
responsibility and
participate in  the
proceedings.

“Wrote to Omar sahab urging him to reconsider his
government’sdecision to employ 4,000 ex-servicemen to
guard key installations. While | have utmost respect and
gratitude for our ex-servicemen, we mustn’t & cannot
overlook the mounting crisis of unemployment afflicting
youth in J&K whose numbers have now crossed into
lakhs,” Mehbooba said in a post on X.

“This soaring unemployment is not just an economic
issue but a social emergency. With few opportunities
amidst utter despondency, many youngsters are falling
into the grip of drug addiction and tragically some are

even driven to suicide.

We must come to their rescue by being more mindful

of their future,” she added.

M ehbooba was responding to reports that the Sainik
Welfare Board of Jammu and Kashmir had proposed a
planto engageretired military personnel to safeguard vital

infrastructure.

The J&K government has reportedly approved the
proposal, paving theway for what isbeing described asa
unique collaboration between veterans and civil

authorities.

ICG helps save over
6.98L Olive Ridley Turtles
along Odisha Coastline

New Delhi, May 19
(UNI) : Inamajor boost to
marine conservation, the
Indian Coast Guard's (ICG)
annual mission ‘ Operation
Olivid has facilitated the
safe nesting of over 6.98
lakh OliveRidley turtles at
the Rushikulyariver mouth
in Odisha during February
2025. Conducted annually
between November and
May, Operation Oliviaplays
an important role in
safeguarding the nesting
grounds of the endangered
Olive Ridley turtles
particularly at Odisha's
Gahirmatha Beach and
surrounding coastal areas,

a Defence
statement said.

These beaches attract
over over eight lakh turtles
each year.

This year’s record
nesting at the Rushikulya
river mouth in Odisha
stands as atestament to the
ICG's sustained efforts in

Ministry

safeguarding the
endangered species
through rigorous
patrolling, aerial
surveillance, and

community engagement.
Since the inception of
Operation Olivia, ICG has
carried out over 5,387
surface patrol sorties and

1,768 aerial surveillance
missions, significantly
reducing threats such as
illegal fishing and habitat
disruption. During this
period, 366 boats involved
in illegal fishing were
detained, reaffirming the
ICG’s strong enforcement
rolein protecting marinelife.
Apart from surveillance,
ICG has actively worked
with  local fishing
communities by promoting
the use of Turtle Excluder
Devices and partnering
with NGOsthrough formal
MoUsto support sustainable
fishing practices and
conservation education.

Two more arrested
by CID Telangana in

Rs 95 crore GBR
crypto coin scam

Hyderabad, May 19 (UNI) The Economic Offences
Wing (EOW) of the Crime Investigation Department (CID),
Telangana, has made two more arrestsin connection with
the massive GBR Crypto Coin scam, taking the total
number of accused in custody to eight.

The scam, involving over Rs95 crore, defrauded more
than 1,200 unsuspecting investors with promises of high
returns through a fraudulent cryptocurrency scheme.

On May 18, 2025, the CID team apprehended
Kodavatikanti Sudhakar (42), aresident of A N Colony,
Sainikpuri, Secunderabad, and Karnati Ramesh Reddy (49),
from Hastinapuram, Vanasthalipuram, Ranga Reddy
district.Both were arrested from the residence of Ramesh
Reddy at Nagarjuna Colony, near Naveen Model School,
Hayathnagar. They are long-time associates of the main
accused, KurrimelaRamesh Goud (A-1), and previously
arrested partner Y.S. Ravi Kumar Reddy (A-7).

According to CID officials, the arrested individuals
were active participants in the fraudulent operation and
had received proceedsfrom the scam. The CID seized an
iPhonefrom Sudhakar and a OnePlus mobile phonefrom

Ramesh Reddy.

They were being produced before the Magistrate for
judicial remand.The case, registered under CrimeNo. 13/
2024 at CID Police Station, Hyderabad, is being
investigated under Sections420 and 120-B IPC, Section5
of the Telangana Protection of Depositors and Financial
EstablishmentsAct, 1999, and Section 5 of the Prize Chits
and Money Circulation Schemes (Banning) Act, 1978. The
case is currently under the jurisdiction of CID RO
Karimnagar.Investigations revealed that the prime
accused, Ramesh Goud, established a fraudulent
MLM scheme under the name GBR (Golden Bear
Reality) with the intention of cheating investors.

mosques, dargahs,
khangahs, graveyards,
Eidgahs, madrasas, and
other Wagqf
properties.According to
the JAC, the amended
Wagf law allows excessive
government control over
Waqf assets and removes
key protectionsfor Muslim
religioussites. Of particular
concern is the remova of
the clause that allowed
propertiesto berecognised as
Weqff based on long-standing
use. Additionally, the law
grants greater authority to
digrict collectorsin deciding
ownership of disputed Wegf
lands, diminishing the role of
the Wagf Boards.

Theleaderswarned that
the Act poses a serious
threat to the autonomy of
the Muslim community
over its religious and
charitable properties. “ If we
remain silent now, we risk
losing all our Waqgf assets
inthefuture,” said Malik.

Veteran NCP leader and Samata
Parishad founder Chhagan Bhujbal will
be inducted into the Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavis-led council of
ministers at the swearing-in ceremony
being organised on May 20.

Bhujbal confirmed hisinduction in
the ministry. Bhujbal’s entry into the
Cabinet was cleared by the Chief
Minister DevendraFadnavis, and it was
formally conveyed to him that he
would have to take oath on Tuesday.

Bhujbal is expected to get the Food
and Civil Supply Department, which
he held during the ministry headed by
the former Chief Ministers Uddhav
Thackeray and Eknath Shinde (2019-
2024).

NCP president Ajit Pawar, along
with working president Praful Patel and
state unit chief Sunil Tatkare, took a
unanimous decision paving theway for
Bhujbal’sinduction in the Cabinet.

NCP needed a formidable and
strong OBC face in the Cabinet
especially after another OBC |eader
Dhananjay Munde had to resign during
the budget session of the state
legidature held in Marchin connection
with the brutal killing of the Beed
Sarpanch Santosh Deshmukh.

Munde was holding the Food and
Civil Supply Department, and after his
exit, the department is being headed
by Deputy Chief Minister Ajit Pawar.

Bhujba’sinductionisaso politicaly
important for NCP, especialy whenthe
Supreme Court asked the state
government to complete the process
of local and civic body electionsin four
months, while going by the OBC
reservations prior to the
recommendations made by the Banthia
committee.

Bhujbal has been at the forefront of
the protection of OBC reservationina
major tussle against pro-Maratha
reservation activist Manoj Jarange.

Moreover, Bhujbal has been a
strong advocate of caste based census,
which the Centre hasrecently cleared.

Bhujbal, who is the senior OBC
leader, was sulking after he was
dropped during the expansion of the
Fadnavis-led Cabinet held on
December 15 last year. He had openly
expressed serious displeasure over not
getting a ministerial berth despite
vigorously taking up the OBC cause
of the party during the Assembly
electionsheld last year.

He had subsequently abstained from
several party engagements, but after the
intervention of the party president, Ajit
Pawar and working president Praful
Patel, he had started taking part in
organisational functions. Further, he
was furious after his nomination was
not considered twice for the Rajya
Sabha elections in the past.

under control.

6. Avoid Alcohol and

“Giving up alcohol and
quitting smoking not only
reduces the risk of
hypertension but also
lowers the chances of
developing cancer,” warns
Dr. Singh. Bath
substances are harmful
and have long-term health
conseguences beyond
just heart health.

With these practical
lifestyle modifications, Dr.

He said that amidst the
increasing heat across the
state, undeclared power
cuts and tripping are
proving to be painful for the
people. "The BJP had made
big claims to improve the
power system. It had
promised to provide 24-
hour electricity to the
people of the state, but the
BJP'spromise hasremained

fase," hesaid. The SP chief
said, "Today the situation
is such that the
government is not able to
provide 24-hour electricity
to the big cities. The
condition of small cities,
towns and rural areas is
bad. The entire government
is completing the power
roster only on paper."

He said that during the
8-year tenure of the BJP
government, not even a
singleunit of electricity was
produced in the state, nor

was any power plant
installed. "Whatever
electricity the peopleof the
state are getting today is
from the power plants set
up during the Samajwadi
government. During the
Samajwadi government,
power plantswereset upin
many districts of the state
including Etah, Kanpur
Dehat. The BJP government
also delayed the
completion of these power
plants," he said.

Akhilesh said that a

detailed action plan was
prepared during the
Samajwadi government to
increase the power supply
in the state. "Along with
the expansion of rural
electrification, sufficient
funds were given for
underground  cables.

Enight of heavy drinking could

help alleviate the effects of a
hangover, scientists claim.

Researchers say those who are
suffering from the consequences of
the evening before could feel up to
21 percent better thanks to the
fruit's juice.

It helps increase concentra-
tion, reduces memory loss and
even decreases the amount of
alcohol in your bloodstream,
according to Australian govern-
ment scientists.

Pears also reduce a person's sensi-
tivity to light and sound.

The only type of pear tested in the
study was the Asian, or nashi pear,
which is available in British super-
markets, but researchers are now
planning to widen their scope to see
whether varieties of Western pear
produce the same results.

According to scientists employed
by CISRO, the Australian govern-
ment's scientific research organisa-
tion, to reduce the effects of a hang-
over you need to either drink 220ml
of pear juice or eat a whole pear

before consuming alcohol.

Lead researcher Manny Noakes
said the theory behind the finding
was that Asian pears acted upon the
key enzymes involved in alcohol
metabolism.

She said, “Overall hangover sever-
ity, as measured by a 14 item hang-
over severity scale, was significantly
reduced in the Korean (Asian) pear
group compared with those having a
placebo drink, with the most pro-
nounced effect seen on the specific
symptom of trouble concentrating.

“The effect was only demonstrat-

ed if pears were consumed before
alcohol consumption. There is no
evidence that you can consume
pears after drinking and avoid a
hangover. And remember, the very
best way to not get a hangover is to
not drink in the first place.”

Ms Noakes said researchers were
now planning to carry out more
studies to see whether other vari-
eties of pears had similar hangover
effects.

LSG's playoff hopes
dashed as SRH chase

BCCI denies pullout from
Asia Cup, Emerging Teams

Mumbai, May 19 (UNI)

Dismissing media
speculation, Indian cricket
board Secretary Devajit
Saikiaon Monday clarified
that no decision has been
taken to withdraw from
upcoming Asian Cricket
Council (ACC) events,
including theAsiaCup and
the Women's Emerging
TeamsAsiaCup.

"Sincethismorning, we
have come across reports
claiming that the BCCI
(Board of Control for
CricketinIndia) hasdecided
not to participate in the
Asia Cup and the Women's
Emerging TeamsAsiaCup,
both of which are ACC
events. These reports are
entirely baseless," Saikia
said.He stressed that no
such matter has been
discussed internally. "The
BCCI has  neither
deliberated on nor taken
any steps regarding the
forthcoming ACC events,
let alone communicated
anything to the ACC," he
added.Saikiafurther stated
that the BCCI's current
focus remains on the
ongoing Indian Premier
League (IPL) and the
upcoming series against
England, for both men’'s

and women'steams.

Speculation over Indias
participation in the Asia
Cup has intensified amid
rising India-Pakistan
tensionsfollowing theApril
22 terror attack in
Pahalgam, which briefly led
toahaltinboththelPL and
Pakistan Super League
(PSL). The tournaments
resumed on May 17 after a
temporary ceasefire was
agreed on May 10.

India head coach
Gautam Gambhir recently
voiced his personal view,
opposing cricketing ties
with Pakistan amid ongoing
cross-border violence. "Till
all this [terrorism] doesn't
stop, there should not be
anything between India

and Pakistan," he said.
Traditionally, the BCCI
hasrequired prior clearance
from the Indian government
to face Pakistan in
multilateral events. In 2023,
India declined to travel to
Pakistan for the Asia Cup,
prompting the ACC to
adopt a hybrid model with
India's matches held in Sri
Lanka. A similar
arrangement isexpected for
the 2025 Champions
Trophy, with India
scheduled to play its
matches in Dubai.Political
tensions have repeatedly
impacted the Asia Cup,
leading to withdrawals,
revised formats, and in
some cases, cancellation of
the tournament altogether.
