2 soldiers killed as Kulgam operation enters day 9

Srinagar, Aug 9 (UNI) :
Two soldiersof Army’selite
counter insurgency unit
were killed and two others
wereinjured in an ongoing
gunbattle in Kulgam
district of Jammu and
Kashmir asthe operationto
find terroristsentered ninth
day today.

The encounter, which
started on August 1 at
Akhal forest in Kulgam is
turning out as the longest
anti militancy operationsin
the Valley in recent years.

Officials said intense
exchange of fire brokeout
between militants and
security forces last night
whenthejoint teamsmoved
in the dense forest to flush
out thehiding terrorist . The
small team of Army, they
said, came under sudden
firefromterrorists, resulting

ininjuriesto four soldiers,
two of whom succumbed.

" The injured jawans
were airlifted to Army's
Srinagar 92 base hospital
and two of them
succumbed, " a senior
security official said.

Railways launches
‘Round Trip Package’
to ease festival rush

New Delhi,Aug9 (UNI)
: The Union Ministry of
Railways has unveiled an
experimental scheme —
Round Trip Package —
designed to ease
congestion and incentivise
advance bookings for the

upcoming Diwali and
Chhath festivals.

Bookings for the
scheme will open on
August 14, said a Ministry
official today.

Under the scheme,
passengers booking both
onward and return journeys
within designated windows
will be eligible for a 20%
concession onthe basefare
of the return leg. The
initiative is aimed at
encouraging family travel
and extended holiday
plans.

Onward journeys must
fall between October 13and
October 26, while return
trips can be reserved
between November 17 and
December 1, using the
‘connecting  journey’
feature, said the official
about the key feature of the
scheme.

The standard Advance
Reservation Period (ARP)
of 60 days will not be
applicablefor returntickets
booked under this offer.

According to the
official, severa conditions
will govern the scheme.
Only confirmed ticketswill
be considered valid in both
directions, and the same
class and origin-
destination (O-D) pair must
be maintained for theround
trip. Refunds will not be
permitted for tickets
booked under the scheme.

"The concession
applies to all classes and
trains — including special
services — except those
operating under the Flexi
Fare system. No additional
charges will be levied
during charting for these
PNRs. However, the use of
other promotional offers,
coupons, passes, or loyalty
discounts will not be
permitted alongside this
scheme," said the official.

Bothlegsof thejourney
must be booked through
the same channel — either
online or at physical
reservation counters.

Officials expressed
hope that theinitiative will
help disperse peak traffic
more evenly across the
holiday period, mitigate
last-minute rush, and offer
amorecomfortable travel
experience for festival-
bound families.

The most tragic incident occurred in Jaitpur, where a
wall collapsetriggered by waterlogging killed seven people,
including two children. In aseparate incident, a 2.5-year-
old child drowned after falling into an open manhole. AAP
leaders linked these deaths to poor civic maintenance,
claiming that corruption in desilting work and ignored
warnings had worsened the crisis.

AAP Delhi chief Saurabh Bharadwaj questioned why
the government had not conducted a court-ordered third-
party audit of drain cleaning. "What are they hiding?' he
asked, while sharing visuals of flooded streets and
accusing ministers of being absent during the emergency.

Therainfall coincided with Raksha Bandhan, leaving
many residents stranded. AAP's Atishi posted videos of
submerged roads, stating that key areas were impassable
due to government inaction. Meanwhile, senior leader
Manish Sisodia called the Jaitpur deaths "heartbreaking"
and demanded accountability. The BJP government has not
yet issued a detailed response. However, AAP legislators
continued their criticism, with MLA Sanjeev Jha
questioning why pre-monsoon promises of flood
prevention had failed. "How many morelives must belost
before this government acts?' he asked.

the Palestine Authority.

German Chancellor Friedrich Merz has stressed that
while Berlin supports the Jewish state’s struggle
“against Hamas' terror” and prioritises the return of
Israeli hostages, it remainsunclear how thenew military
push will achieve those goals.

“Under these circumstances, the German
Government will, until further notice, authorise no
military equipment exportsthat can be used inthe Gaza
Strip,” he said in a statement on the website of the
federal government on Friday.

Merz added Berlin is “profoundly concerned”
about the ongoing crisisin Gaza, and that Jerusalem’s
military entry will only makeit moreobliged to provide
humanitarian aid to Gazans.

The German decision wascriticised by Israel, with
the Prime Minister’'s Office stating that Netanyahu
called the German leader and expressed
“disappointment with Merz'sdecision to embargo arms
tolsrael.”

“Instead of supporting Israel’s just war against
Hamas,” Berlin is “rewarding Hamas terrorism by
embargoing arms to Israel,” the office said in a
statement on X on Friday.

At least 365 arrested
at London protest supporting

Palestine Action

London, Aug. 9 (UNI) : At least 365 people were
arrested on Saturday at aprotest in support of Palestine
Action, agroup proscribed as aterrorist organization
in July, London's Metropolitan Police said on social
media

Police estimated that around 500 to 600 peoplewere
in Parliament Square when the protest began. It noted
that anyonein the square holding aplacard expressing
support for Palestine Action was "either arrested or is
in the process of being arrested.”

Seven arrests were made for other offences,
including five for assaults on officers, police added.

In a separate statement, the Metropolitan Police
warned about a"National March for the Hostages" in
central London on Sunday, organized by Stop the Hate
and several Jewish organizations.

In July, Members of Parliament voted to proscribe
Palestine Action asaterrorist group after its members
broke into Royal Air Force Brize Norton in June,
spraying two Voyager aircraft with red paint and
causing 7 million pounds (9.38 million U.S. dollars)
worth of damage. The group claimed responsibility
for theincident at thetime.

Australian
researchers
transform toxic
PFAS chemicals
into fluoride via
sunlight

Adelaide, Aug 9 (UNI)
Australian researchers
have devel oped a sunlight-
activated material that
transforms toxic "forever
chemicals' (PFAS) inwater
into harmlessfluoride.

Theinnovation offersa
low-energy approach to
tackling toxic PFAS (per-
and polyfluoroalkyl
substances)
contamination, which has
been linked to cancer,
infertility, and
developmental disorders,
according to a statement
released Friday by the
University of Adelaide in
South Australia.

PFAS are synthetic
chemicals in cookware,
firefighting foams and
water-repellent fabricsthat
resist breakdown and build
up in the environment and
the human body, with over
85 percent of Australians
carrying them in their
blood, it said. New drinking
water guidelines have cut
safe PFAS limits to mere
nanograms per litre,
researchers said.

"PFAS contamination
continues to pose a global
health risk, and this
research represents a
critical step toward safer
communities and cleaner
ecosystems,” said the
study's lead researcher
Cameron Shearer from the
University of Adelaide.

The team redesigned a
catalyst to target PFAS
fluorine atoms, achieving
complete breakdown and
enabling recovered fluoride
tobereusedin productslike
toothpaste or fertilisers.

Vance says US has no
intention of recognising
Palestine, calls for
destruction of Hamas

Washington, Aug 9
(UNI) : Clearing up the
American stance on
Palestinian statehood, US
Vice President JD Vance
said that at the moment,
Washington has no
intention of recognising
Palestine, calling for the
destruction of the Hamas
terror group, reports
Russian state-media
TASS.

"We have no plans to
recognize aPalestinian
state. | don't know what it
would meantoreally
recognise a Palestinian
state given the lack of a
functional government
there," Vance said during
ameeting at Lammy's
country residence in the
south of London.

Speaking about the
possible recognition of
Palestine by London,
Vance noted "It's one of
the things that we're to
talk about. Obviously, the
United Kingdomisgoing
to make its decision. What
the President has made
very clear isour two goals
arevery simpleright now,
visavisthe situation in
Israel and Gaza.

“Number ong, it'swe
want to make it so that
Hamas cannot attack
innocent Isragli civilians
ever again, and wethink
that has to come through
the eradication of Hamas.

"Second, the President
has been very moved by
theseterribleimages of
the humanitarian crisisin
Gaza. So, wewant to make
sure that we solve that

problem."

OnJuly 29, London
stated that it would
recognise the Palestinian
state at the September UN
General Assembly session
if Jerusalem continued
blocking deliveries of
humanitarian supplies to
thewar-torn Gaza Strip,
and did not end its
military operationinthe
enclave.

Thiswas met with
fiercecriticismfrom Israd,
which said that it's
cabinet is considering
strong retaliatory
measures against London,
announcing that the
country’s measures could
greatly harmthe UK.

OnJuly 24, French
President Emmanuel
Macron said Pariswould
recognise the State of
Palestine at the same UN
General Assembly session
in September.

The situation in the
Middle East soured after
Hamasfightersmadetheir
way into the Isragli
territory on October 7,
2023 killingand
kidnapping residents of
the border settlements.

Israel retaliated by a
military operationinthe
enclave trying to destroy
Hamas' military and
political structures and
free al the abductees.

Washington, Aug 9

new opportunities for the
American people and
businesses.

“It'saday whichwill be
remembered by the people
of Azerbaijanwith afeeling
of pride and gratitude to
President Trump... Within
several months, he
managed to put an end to
conflictsinAsia, in Africa,
and now in South
Caucasus— what we could
not achieve for more than
30years...

family reunification for all
adult family membersliving

abroad.In addition, the
court struck down the
proposed extension of the
maximum review period for
family reunification
requests from 90 days to
nine months, saying it
breached the state's duty to
protect thefamily.

The legidative process
and amendments have
been highly controversial.
President Rebelo de Sousa
repeatedly voiced concerns
during the drafting stage,
criticising the process as
rushed, and referred the bill
to the Constitutional Court
for preventivereview.

The Foreigners Law,
covering immigration,
visas, residence permits,
and family reunification,
has undergone multiple
revisions in recent years.

India U20 women ready for Myanmar
in final Asian Cup qualifier

Yangon (Myanmar), Aug 9 (UNI) : The
IndiaU20 women’steam are on the cusp
of ending a20-year wait to qualify for the
AFC U20 Women’sAsian Cup, standing
just one win away from booking their
ticketsto the 2026 tournament in Thailand.

The Young Tigresses will meet hosts
Myanmar intheir third and final qualifying
matchin Group D on Sunday, at 15:001ST.

India currently sit at the top of the
four-team Group D tablewith four points
after agoalless draw with Indonesia and
a 7-0 win over Turkmenistan. Myanmar
too have four points. The hosts defeated
Turkmenistan 6-1 and were held 2-2 by
Indonesia. A win will guarantee top spot

and qualificationfor India.

If it'sadraw with Myanmar, the Young
Tigresses will have to wait for the result
of the second match between Indonesia
and Turkmenistan at 18:00 IST. Should
Indonesiafail to win, Indiawill qualify.
But if Indonesiawin, Indiawill be out of
contentionto qualify. Inthat case, thetop
three teams will be level on five points,
bringing the head-to-head criteria into
play, where India cannot be ranked at the
top, having scored fewer goals in the
matches among the three teams.

It Isimportant to note that despitethe
provision of thethree best second-placed
teams across all eight groups to qualify,
the results in the other groups after the
second matchday mean that thereis now
no possibility for the second-placed team
in Group D to qualify since they are
guaranteed to be ranked outside the top

threein that table.

Asper informationreceived from GRR,
1764, 1880 & 1692 incidents of unnatural
deathsin block sections and 662, 656 &
781 incidents of unnatural deaths at
stations have been registered in the year
2022, 2023 & 2024 respectively. These
figure include the deaths due to falling
from trains, trespassing (crossing track
unauthorisedly), and various other
reasons such as Pole hitting etc.

‘Police’ and * Public Order’ are State
subjects under the Seventh Schedule to
the Constitution of India and therefore,
State Governments are responsible for
prevention, detection, registration, and
investigation of crime and maintenance
of law and order on Railways through
their law enforcement agencies viz.
Government Railway Police (GRP)/
District Police. The cases of unnatural
death are registered by GRP/District
Police and investigated. Railway
Protection Force (RPF) supplementsthe
effortsof GRP/ District Policeto provide
better protection and security to railway
property, passenger areaand passengers
and for matters connected therewith

The introduction of AC local trains
equipped with automatic doors in
Mumbai hasbeen awelcomeinitiativeto
enhance commuters' safety and reduce
incidents related to overcrowding. The
automatic doors prevent passengers
from hanging on footboards or boarding
moving trains which is amajor cause of

fatal accidents.

These doorsremain closed whilethe
train is in motion and open only at
stations when the train is stationary,
thereby significantly reducing therisk of

Safety is accorded the highest priority
on Indian Railways. As a consequence of
various safety measures taken over the
years, there has been a steep decline in the
number of accidents. Consequential Train
Accidentshavereduced from 135in 2014-15to
31in2024-25 asshown in the graph bel ow.

It may be noted that the Consequential
Train Accidents during the period 2004-14
was 1711 (average 171 per annum), which
has declined to 31 in 2024-25 and further to
3in 2025-26 (upto June).

Accidents Per Million Train Kilometer
(APMTKM) which has reduced from 0.11
in 2014-15 to 0.03 in 2024-25, indicating an
improvament of goprox.
