SCdirects Telangana Speaker to decide
disqualification petitions within three months

New Delhi, July 31 (UNI)
The Supreme Court today
directed the Telangana
Speaker to decide
disgualification petitions
within three months.

The Bench allowed the
appeals filed by Bharat
Rashtra Samithi (BRS)
leaders challenging the
Telangana High Court’s
refusal to direct the
Assembly Speaker to
adjudicate disqualification
petitions against 10 MLAS
who had defected to the
ruling Congress party.

A Bench comprising
Chief Justice of India BR
Gavai and  Justice
Augustine George Masih
emphasised that political
defections pose a grave

threat to democratic
stability.Delivering the
judgment, CJl Gavai stated,
“Political defection has
been a matter of national
discourse. If not curbed, it
has the power to disrupt
democracy.”

The Court reiterated
that when the Speaker acts
in disgualification matters
under the Tenth Schedule,
they function as a tribunal
and are subject to judicial
review.Citing speeches
made in Parliament by
leaderslike Rgjesh Pilot and
Devendra Nath Munshi,
the Court underlined the
historical concern over
unchecked defections and
the constitutional scheme
that entrusts the Speaker

withthe duty of expeditious
adjudication in such cases,
thereby reducing the
burden on courts.
Referring to the
landmark Kihoto Hollohan
judgment, the Bench
reaffirmed that judicial
review under Articles 136,
226, and 227 of the
Constitution,  though
limited, remainsavailablein

cases involving the
Speaker’s decisions on
disgualification.

The Court found fault
with the Telangana High
Court’sDivision Benchfor
setting aside the order of a
Single Judge, observing
that the Single Judge had
not even directed time-
bound disposal of the

Two education officers arrested in
Rs 100 cr financial fraud in Nagpur

Nagpur, July 31(UNI):
Nagpur Police have
arrested two Education
Officers named
Siddheshwar Kaluse and
Rohini Kumbhar for their
alleged involvement in a
massive financia fraud, a
senior police official told
UNI.

The scam involved the
misuse of the government’s
online teacher salary
system, where fake School
IDs were created to
withdraw salaries in the
names of non-existent
teachers.According to the

police official as of now
total of 12 individuals have
been booked, including one
Deputy Director of
Education, three Education
Officers, one clerk, two
school principals, and two
school Directors.

The accused allegedly
created 154 fake teacher
entries and siphoned off
government funds by
withdrawing salaries in
their names.

Investigation revealed
that the scam ran between
March 2022 and March
2024, during which the

accused benefited
financially to the tune of
over Rs100 crores.

Following a complaint
by Ravindra Dongre Patil ,
Chief Accounts Officer, a
specia investigation team
uncovered the conspiracy
and launched a crackdown
under the guidance of
senior officers.

The arrested accused
were produced in Nagpur
District Court (Court No. 6),
which granted 7-day police
custody for further
investigation, police said.

The scam cameto light

after routine audits flagged
suspicious salary
withdrawals in the
Education Department’s
online portal. The
fraudulent entries were
linked to newly appointed
teachers who never
actually worked in any
school.

The case has been
registered under multiple
IPC sections, thel T Act and
other relevant laws.

Further arrestsarelikely
as the investigation
progresses, the police
official added.

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Dementia diagnosis
delayed by average
3.5 yrs, early
detection must

A new study led by researchersat University
College London (UCL) has highlighted a
worryingtrendindementiacareglobdly: people
with dementiaare diagnosed, on average, 3.5
yearsafter symptomsfirst emerge, andthedelay
isevenlonger— 4.1 years— in casesof early-
onset dementia

Thefindingscomeat atimewhen dementia
ispoised to become one of the greatest health
and socia care challengesof the 21t century.

Aspopulationsageglobally —includingin
Indiawheregpproximatdy 8.8 millionindividuas
aged 60 and above are currently affected by
the condition -- the need for early detection,
integrated care models, and policy-backed
support systems has never been more urgent.

Published in the International Journal of
Geriatric Psychiatry, this is the first global
systemdticreview and meta-anaysisexamining
theaveragetimeto diagnosisin dementia, based
on data drawn from 13 studies conducted in
Europe, the United States, Australiaand China.
Collectively, these studies covered 30,257
participants.

Thereview evaluated thetimefrom thefirst
noticeable symptoms — reported either by
patientsthemselvesor their caregivers—toa
formal medical diagnosis of dementia.
According to the findings, early diagnosis
remainsasignificant unmet need in healthcare
systemsaround theworld.

“Timely diagnosis of dementiaremainsa
major global challenge, shaped by acomplex
set of factors,” said Dr. Vasiliki Orgeta, lead
author and researcher at UCL's Division of
Psychiatry. “ Only 50-65% of dementiacases
arediagnosedin high-incomecountries. Inmany
other countries, therateisevenlower.”

The analysis further found that younger
individuals and those with frontotemporal
dementiaaremorelikely to facelonger delays
indiagnosis. One of thereviewed studiesa so
indicated atrend of longer diagnostic delays
among Black patients, pointing towardspossible
racial or systemic disparities, although more
robust datais needed.

Severd contributing factorstothedelay were
identified. Theseincluded symptoms mistaken
for normal ageing, fear and stigmaassociated
with cognitivedecline, lack of public awareness,
incong stent referral pathwaysin hedth systems,
limited access to specialists and under-
resourced memory clinics, cultural andlinguigtic
barriersinclinica assessments.

“Symptomsof dementiaare often dismissed
or misunderstood, and the stigma attached to
it prevents many from seeking help,” added
Dr. Phuong L eung, co-author from UCL.

The authors have called for multi-
pronged strategiesto address the diagnostic
gap, including public awareness campaigns
to educate communities on early signs of
dementia and reduce stigma, training for
general practitionersand frontline clinicians
to better recognise and refer dementia cases
early, and improved access to memory
clinicsand culturally sensitive diagnostic
tools

“Timely diagnosisisnot merely aclinical
milestone—it determines access to
treatment, support services, and the
possibility of maintaining quality of life for
longer,” said Dr. Orgeta. “Delays come at a
human cost.”

Dementiaisnot asingledisease, but rather a
syndrome— agroup of symptoms affecting
memory, thinking, behaviour, and theahility to
perform everyday activities. It is caused by
damagetobraincdls whichinterfereswiththeir
normal communication and function.

InIndia, thenumber of peopleafflictingwith
dementiaisexpected to nearly double, reaching
an estimated 17 million by 2036, underscoring
the urgent need for strengthened healthcare
infrastructure and targeted interventions.

Housing market in tier-l
cities witnessed strong
surge in demand in H1GY25

The Confederation of
Real Estate Developers’
Associations of India
(CREDAL), incollaboration
with CRE Matrix, has
unveiled the CREDAI India
Housing Report July 2025,
spotlighting a remarkable
surgein India’s residential
real estate market. The
report records a record-
breaking ?3.6 lakh crorein
primary housing sales
across Tier-1 cities in the
first half of Calendar Year
2025 (H1 CY 25), markinga
9% increase from Rs 3.3
lakh crore in H1 CY 24.
Despite a 4% decline in
unitssold (from 2.7 lakh to
2.54 lakh), a 14% rise in
averageticket sizefromRs
1.24 croreto Rs 1.42 crore
underscores a growing
consumer preference for
premium and luxury homes.

The report highlights
significant regional
variations, with the
National Capital Region
(NCR) leading the market
with a 26% revenue share,
fueled by a21% increasein
salesvaueand a32% surge
in average ticket size.
Luxury flats priced above
Rs 3 crore accounted for
73% of NCR's salesvalue,
despiteamodest volume of
25,000 units sold. The
Mumbai Metropolitan
Region (MMR) followed
closely with a23% revenue
share, recording a 9%
growth in sales value and
75,000 units sold, with a
16% increase in average
ticket size. The share of
homes priced above 73.5
crore in MMR rose from

29% to 34%, reflecting a
strong tilt toward ultra-
premium housing.

In the south, Chennai
emerged as a standout
performer, achieving a23%
increasein salesvaluewith
11,000 unitssold and a12%
rise in average ticket size.
New launches in Chennal
grew from 14,000to 19,000
units, though the market
share of homes below 770
lakh dropped from 23% to
17%. Bengal uru maintained
steady growth with a 4%
increase in sales value and
30,000 units sold,
supported by a17%risein
ticket size. However, the
share of homes priced
between Rs701akh and 7Rs
1.5 croredeclined from 38%
to 32%. Hyderabad, while
recording a modest 2%
increasein salesvalue, saw
11% drop-in units sold
(30,000 wunits) but a
doubling of new launches
from 23,000t0 42,000 units,
indicating  developer
optimism despite slower
absorption.

Ahmedabad matched
NCR’s unit sales with
approximately 25,000 units
sold, posting a 10%
increase in sales value and
a7%riseinticket size. The
city saw a sharp declinein
new launches, from 31,000
to 11,000 units, yet
affordable homesunder Rs
70lakh gained a2% market
share, rising from 27% to
29%. Kolkata reported a
17% growth in sales value
with 10,000 units sold and
al%increaseinticket Size.
The market share of homes
above Rs 3 crore surged

from 14% to 26%, though
53% of themarket remained
below Rs 1.5 crore,
reflecting abalanced buyer
base. In contrast, Pune
faced challenges, with an
8.5% declinein salesvalue
and 14% drop-in unitssold
(45,000 wunits). New
launches in Pune fell from
61,000 to 39,000 units, and
themid-market segment (Rs
50 lakh— Rs 1 crore) saw a
5% declinein share, though
ticket sizesrose by 7%.
The decline in new
launches across most
cities, from 98,000 in H2
CY24t082,000inH1CY 25,
signals a cautious
approach by developers
amidrising costs. However,
the robust growth in
transaction values
highlights the sector’s
resilience and the
increasing premiumisation
of themarket.
Commenting on the
report and the evolving
market, Shekhar Patel,
President, CREDAI, said,
“We are witnessing a
decisive shiftin homebuyer
preferences across India.
The demand is clearly
moving towards larger,
better-located, and more
premium homes—reflecting
rising aspirations and
improved purchasing
power.

Philippines President
Marcos to visit India
on August 4-8

New Delhi, July 31 (UNI) President of the Republic of
the Philippines, Ferdinand R Marcos Jr., will pay a state
visit to Indiafrom August 4 to 8, 2025, at the invitation of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi.This will be President
Marcos's first official visit to India since assuming
office.Thevisit coincideswith the 75th anniversary of the
establishment of diplomatic relations between India and
the Philippines, an important milestone that reflects the
growing strategic and people-centric ties between thetwo
nations.According to the Ministry of External Affairs, the
President will be accompanied by First Lady Madame
LouiseAranetaMarcos, along with ahigh-level delegation
that includes Cabinet Ministers, senior government
officials, and leading representatives from the Philippine
business sector. In addition to high-profile engagements
in New Delhi, President Marcoswill also visit Bengaluru
before returning to the Philippines on August 8.

Thevisit isan "opportunity for both leadersto set the
path for future bilateral cooperation, and to engage on
regional and international issues of mutual interest”.

President Marcoswill hold bilateral talkswith PM Modi
in New Delhi on August 5 to discuss the full spectrum of
India-Philippines relations, with a focus on defense
cooperation, trade and investment, maritime security, and
regional developments.The Ministry of External Affairs
noted, “ India srelationswith the Philippinesareanintegral
pillar of our * Act East’ Policy, Vison MAHASAGAR, and
our broader Indo-Pacific outlook.” Diplomatic relations
between India and the Philippines were established in
November 1949. Both countries have since developed a
strong partnership across a wide spectrum of areas,
including trade and investment, defence and security,
maritime cooperation, agriculture, healthcare,
pharmaceuticals and digital technologies.

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Japan records highest
temperature in Hyogo

Kobe, July 31 (UNI) Japan recorded its highest
ever temperature yesterday, in the western prefecture
of Hyogo, according to the findings of the Japan
Meteorological Agency (JMA) reported today.

The mercury hit the above-human temperature of
41.2 degrees Celsius in the city of Tamba in Hyogo
Prefecture at 14:39 local time on Wednesday, beating
the previous high of 41.1 degrees Celsius marked in
Kumagaya City, Saitama Prefecture, in 2018 and in
Hamamatsu City, ShizuokaPrefecture, in 2020, the IMA
said.Meanwhile, FukuchiyamaCity in Kyoto Prefecture
and Maniwa City in Okayama Prefecture al so logged
extremely high temperatures of 40.6 degrees Celsius
and 40.2 degrees Celsius on Wednesday, respectively.

Assuch, Wednesday marked thefirst day thisyear
that temperatures of over 40 degrees Celsius were
recorded in the country.Last year, Mino City in Gifu
Prefecture hit that mark onAug. 16.

The weather agency said the ongoing heat wave
waslikely to continuein much of Japan from Saturday
through Monday, urging peopleto useair conditioners
and cooling fans properly and take fluids frequently.

Russian raids on Ukrainian capital

Kiev, July 31 (UNI) : At least six peoplewerekilled
and 52 injured in Russian missile and drone strikeson
the Ukrainian capital early Thursday, said local
authorities.

Tymur Tkachenko, head of the Kiev City Military
Administration, wrote on Telegram that asix-year-old
boy was among the victims.

Theattack hit 27 locationsin the city and destroyed
part of a9-story apartment building, he said.

Kiev Mayor Vitali Klitschko said that another
apartment building was severely damaged in the
western Solomianskyi district.Rescue operationsat the
sites of the strikes are going on and the number of
victimsmay rise, according to Tkachenko.

Meanwhile, Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelensky wroteon Telegram that Russialaunched more
than 300 drones and eight missiles at Ukraine on
Thursday, with most of them targeting Kiev.

Taiwan says reached consensus
with US on tariffs : Reports

Beijing, July 31 (UNI) : The United States and
Taiwan have completed technical consultations and
reached consensus on tariffs and non-tariff trade
barriers, Taiwan's Central News Agency (CNA)
reported on Thursday, citing Taiwanese government
spokeswoman MichelleLee.

Lee said that both sides "have reached a certain
level of consensus,” among other things, on issues
such as tariffs, non-tariff trade barriers, investment
and procurement, supply chain resilience, and
economic security, the news agency reported.

The government's position during the talks wasto
"protect national and industrial interests, and ensure
food security and public health,” the official said.

"Wewill firmly uphold our position," Lee said.

Negotiations between the parties on a joint
statement are ongoing, and a public report will be
submitted after the US government completes the
decision-making process, CNA reported.

OnApril 2, USPresident Donald Trump signed an
executive order imposing 10% reciprocal tariffs on
imports, with higher ratesfor 57 countriesstarting April
9, basad on UStrade deficits. Taiwanese goodswere st to
be subject to a 32% tariff. After over 75 countries sought
negotiations ingeed of retaliation, the 10% base rate
was applied for 90 days until July 9. Two days before
thedeadline, Trump extended the suspension of higher
tariffsto August 1, but notified several countries that
increased rates would apply from that date.

Indonesia, Japan, Peru lift
Tsunami warning after

Kamchatka earthquake

Jakarta, July 31 (UNI) : Indonesian, Japanese and
Peruvian meteorological agencies have lifted their
tsunami warnings issued following the massive
earthquakein Russia’'s Kamchatka, mediareported on
Thursday.

IndonesiasAgency for Meteorology, Climatology
and Geophysicslifted the tsunami warning at 11 p.m.
local time (16:00 GMT) on Wednesday. The magnitude
8.8 earthquake struck Russia's Kamchatka peninsula
earlier that day, sending waves acrossthe Indo-Pacific.
Indonesian authorities responded by issuing atsunami
warning and giving evacuation orders to residents of
coastal areasin five provinces.

The Japan Meteorological Agency lifted all
effective tsunami warnings on the Pacific coast on
Thursday, Japanese media reported. Its map now
shows only a tsunami forecast, which means small
changes in the sealevel, the NHK broadcaster said.

Peru's navy said that after the analysis and
assessment conducted by the National Tsunami
Warning Center, the tsunami warning on the Peruvian
coast had been canceled, adding that the agency
would continue to monitor the situation.Meanwhile,
Chile's National Service for Disaster Prevention and
Response (SENAPRED) said that the height of the
tsunami waves that had affected the country's coast
near thetown of Boyerucareached 2.5 meters (8.2 feet)
in one area. The service sadearlier that Chilehad began
evacuationinthe coastal zone of the continental part of
the country due to the threat of atsunami.

Trump not
considering
clemency for
Ghislaine
Maxwell :
Reports

Washington, July 31
(UNI) USPresident Donald
Trump is not considering
clemency for Ghislaine
Maxwell, a convicted
associate of late sex
trafficker Jeffrey Epstein,
CNN reported  on
Thursday, citing a senior
USofficial.

"No leniency is being
given or discussed. That's
just false. The President
himself has said that
clemency for Maxwell isnot
something he is even
thinking about at thistime,"
theofficial said.

On Monday, Trump
said that he is alowed to
pardon Maxwell, but has
not been "approached" on
the matter. Earlier in July,
Maxwell's defense said she
would welcomeany form of
relief, though had not
sought it.

A New York court
sentenced Maxwell to 20
yearsin prison in 2022 for
her role in conspiring with
Epstein to sexually exploit
underage girls.

Last week, Maxwell
appealed to the US
Supreme Court to overturn
her sex-trafficking
conviction, saying that
Epstein's plea deal with

federal authorities
sheltered her from being
prosecuted.

US Deputy Attorney
General Todd Blanche and
other senior Justice
Department officials held
two daysof interviewswith
Maxwell onJuly 24-25 at the
federal courthouse in
Tallahassee, Florida.

The BRICS is a group
formed by 11 countries:

The open letter was
signed by prominent actors
and actresses such as

others.On Monday, after
the German security
cabinet's meeting,
Chancellor Friedrich Merz
announced plans to
establish ajoint airlift with
Jordan to deliver aid to
Gaza.On October 7, 2023,
Israel was subjected to an
unprecedented rocket
attack from the Gaza Strip.
Hamas fighters also
infiltrated border areas and
took 200 hostages. Israeli
authorities say that about
1,200 people were killed
during the raid. Israel
retaliated by launching

Operation Iron Swords in
the Gaza Strip and
announced a complete
blockade of the enclave.
